Sec. 2.2.  Local Revenue Sources Options (S.B. 1298 - Odom).  The 42 

Legislative Research Commission may develop proposed options for local revenue 43 
sources, including an additional one-half cent (1/2¢) local sales and use tax, a local 44 
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option county income tax on county residents and/or people who work in the county, 1 
and a local option county payroll tax and permanent source of revenue to local 2 
governments from the North Carolina income tax to replace reimbursements currently 3 
appropriated each year from the General Fund.  In developing the proposals, the 4 
Commission may consider the fiscal impact of each proposal, how to simplify the  5 
administration of each proposal, how to reduce the burden on businesses, individuals, 6 
and the Department of Revenue in complying with each proposal, and other practical 7 
and legal issues associated with the proposals.

Sec. 2.3.  Legislative Activity Between Legislative Sessions.  The Legislative 9 
Research Commission may study the procedures of this, other states' and other 10 
legislative bodies' practices and procedures regulating legislative and study activity 11 
between legislative sessions and may make recommendations as to changes in law, 12 
procedures and rules that will lead to greater efficiency in the legislative process while 13 
safeguarding the rights of all members of the General Assembly and of the citizens in 14 
this State's legislative process. 15 

Sec. 2.4.  Reporting Dates.  For each of the topics the Legislative Research 16 
Commission decides to study under this Part or pursuant to G.S. 120-30.17(1), the 17 
Commission may report its findings, together with any recommended legislation to the 18 
1991 General Assembly. 19 

Sec. 2.5.  Bills and Resolution References.  The listing of the original bill or 20 
resolution in this Part is for reference purposes only and shall not be deemed to have 21 
incorporated by reference any of the substantive provisions contained in the original bill 22 
or resolution. 23 

Sec. 2.6.  From the funds available to the General Assembly, the Legislative 24 
Services Commission shall allocate monies to fund the work of the Legislative Research 25 
Commission. 26

PART III.––-COMMISSION ON THE FAMILY 28 

Sec. 3.1.  Chapter 120 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 29 
Article to read: 30 

"ARTICLE 12F. 31 
"COMMISSION ON THE FAMILY. 32 

"§ 120-70.60.  Commission established. 33 
The Commission on the Family is hereby established as a permanent commission.  34 

As used in this Article, the term ‘Commission' means the Commission on the Family. 35 
"§ 120-70.61.  Powers and duties. 36 

The Commission shall study State government policy and programs affecting the 37 
family, specifically addressing family issues from the point of existing laws, 38 
governmental programs needed or already functioning, and current family life issues.  39 
The Commission shall work in close collaboration with various agencies and programs 40 
dealing with the family.  Among the issues the Commission may consider studying are 41 
the following:  42

(1) The feasibility of establishing model projects  that would be located 1 
primarily in low-income, high drop-out rate communities in North 2 
Carolina: 3

(2) The fiscal impact of a cash stipend created by a tax deduction or by 7

(5) The State's efforts in the areas of adolescent pregnancy and teaching 21 
about adolescent sexuality; 22 

(6) Undertake a comprehensive review of State and federal programs 23 
encouraging business and industry to provide adequate child care for 24 
their employees; 25 

(7) Analyze what the State is currently doing to encourage North Carolina 26 
businesses and industry to provide adequate child care for their 27 
employees; 28 

(8) Identify the North Carolina employers that presently provide child care 29 
options for their employees and what types of options they provide; 30 

(9) Undertake a comprehensive study of the types of tax incentives and 31 
other incentives that would encourage North Carolina businesses–32 
especially those that have 50 or more employees–to either provide on-33 
site child care facilities or provide other child care options and the cost 34 
to the State of these tax incentives; 35 

(10) Recommend what the State could be doing to encourage North 36 
Carolina businesses to provide on-site child care facilities or other 37 
child care options for their employees; 38 

(11) Recommend a comprehensive policy for North Carolina to encourage 39 
businesses within the State to provide on-site child care facilities or 40 
other child care options for their employees; and  41 

(12) Study the concept of requiring coverage of child health supervision 42 
services in all health insurance policies sold or delivered within the 43 
State. 44 
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"§ 120-70.62.  Membership; cochairmen; vacancies. 1 
The Commission shall consist of 14 members, as follows: 2 

(1) The Secretary of Human Resources or his designee; 3 
(2) The Superintendent of Public Instruction or his designee; 4 
(3) Three members of the House of Representatives appointed by the 5 

Speaker of the House; 6 
(4) Three members of the Senate appointed by the President Pro Tempore 7 

of the Senate; 8 
(5) Two members at-large appointed by the Speaker of the House; 9 
(6) Two members at-large appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the 10 

Senate; and 11 
(7) Two members at-large appointed by the Governor. 12 

Vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as the initial appointments. 13 
 The Commission shall have its initial meeting no later than October 1, 1989 at the 14 
call of the Speaker of the House and the President Pro Tempore of the Senate.  The 15 
Speaker of the House and the President Pro Tempore shall each appoint a cochairman 16 
from the membership of the Commission.  The membership shall meet upon the call of 17 
the cochairmen. 18 
"§ 120-70.63.  Compensation and expenses of members. 19 

The Commission members shall receive no salary for serving but shall receive 20 
necessary subsistence and travel expenses in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 21 
120-3.1, G.S. 138-5, and G.S. 138-6 as applicable. 22 
"§ 120-70.64.  Additional powers. 23 

The Commission may hold public meetings across the State to solicit public input 24 
with respect to the issues of the family. 25 

The Commission shall have authority to obtain information and data from all State 26 
officers, agents, agencies, and departments while in the discharge of its duties, pursuant 27 
to the provisions of G.S. 120-19 as if it were a committee of the General Assembly.  28 
The Commission shall have the authority to call witnesses, compel testimony relevant to 29 
any matter properly before the Commission, and subpoena relevant records and 30 
documents.  The provisions of G.S. 120-19.1 through G.S. 120-19.4 shall apply to the 31 
proceedings of the Commission as if it were a joint committee of the General Assembly.  32 
In addition to the other signatures required for the issuance of a subpoena under this 33 
section, the subpoena shall also be signed by the cochairmen of the Commission.  Any 34 
cost of providing information to the Commission not covered by G.S. 120-19.3 may be 35 
reimbursed by the Commission from funds available for the Commission's work. 36 

The Commission shall report its findings and recommendations to the General 37 
Assembly and the Governor no later than February 1 of each odd-numbered year. 38 
"§ 120-70.65. Staffing. 39 

At the request of the Commission, the Legislative Services Commission may supply 40 
members of the staff of the Legislative Services Office and clerical assistance to the 41 
Commission as it deems appropriate.  The Commission may, with the approval of the 42 
Legislative Services Commission, meet in the State Legislative Building or the 43 
Legislative Office Building." 44 
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Sec. 3.2.  There is allocated from the funds appropriated to the Legislative 1 
Services Commission from the reserve for studies to the Commission on the Family for 2 
its work the sum of $25,000 for the 1989-1990 fiscal year and the sum of $25,000 for 3 
the 1990-1991 fiscal year.  4 
 5 
PART IV.––-STATE INFRASTRUCTURE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT NEEDS 6 
STUDY COMMISSION 7 

Sec. 4.1.  The State Infrastructure Needs and Financing Study Commission is 8 
created.  The Commission shall: 9 

(1) Undertake a comprehensive review and analysis of the impact upon 10 
community service facilities of any new development, construction, or 11 
installation that requires any permit, certification, or other 12 
governmental or quasi-governmental action allowing real property 13 
development and that generates or tends to generate the need for new, 14 
expanded, or improved community service facilities.  For purposes of 15 
this study, the term "community service facilities”means public 16 
facilities or improvements provided or established by a local 17 
government, including those provided or established by a local 18 
government jointly with other units of government or government 19 
agencies, whether local, State, or federal.  The term includes utility 20 
facilities, transportation facilities, parks and recreation facilities, 21 
drainage and water quality facilities, streets and sidewalks, open 22 
spaces, emergency and public safety facilities, sewer treatment 23 
facilities, and waste disposal facilities, but does not include public 24 
educational facilities such as schools, technical institutions, 25 
community colleges, and similar facilities; 26 

(2) Undertake a comprehensive review and analysis of the various 27 
methods by which local governments both within North Carolina and 28 
within other states, as deemed appropriate by the Commission, fund 29 
the costs of expanded, new, or improved community service facilities; 30 

(3) Determine the most equitable and appropriate means for local 31 
governments to obtain funds to provide the new, expanded, or 32 
improved community service facilities needed because of the real 33 
property development described in subdivision (1).  The Commission 34 
shall, in making this determination, consider and analyze all practical, 35 
legal funding means which are, or which constitutionally could be, 36 
available to local governments; 37 

(4) Study State financial support of local government functions, including 38 
the following: 39 
a. A review of the extent to which the State provides financial 40 

support to or for the benefit of local governments; 41 
b. A review of the history of State policies that have influenced 42 

the State's support of local governments; 43 
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c. Identification of local functions that should be subsidized by the 1 
State and determination of the extent of State support that 2 
would be appropriate; 3 

d. Recommendation of a viable, reasonable, and balanced State 4 
policy on State support of local government functions for the 5 
remainder of this century; and 6 

e. Recommendations for further consideration by other 7 
commissions regarding sources of revenue and methods of 8 
generating revenue to meet the State's obligations for State 9 
funding or joint State-local funding of local government 10 
functions; 11 

(5) Study the need for additional local government revenue sources to 12 
supplement the property tax, local sales and use taxes, and other 13 
existing revenue sources; 14 

(6) Review recent changes in federal and State law that have reduced 15 
financial assistance to local governments, created needs for increased 16 
expenditures, and restricted the property tax base; 17 

(7) Undertake a comprehensive review of State and local functional and 18 
funding responsibilities for services provided by State and local 19 
government units in North Carolina; 20 

(8) Make a comprehensive review of sources of funding local government 21 
units in North Carolina; 22 

(9) Study the system under which local units are dependent on the State 23 
for authorization of changes in local revenue sources; 24 

(10) Analyze the impact of federal legislation since 1981 and potential 25 
federal legislation on the fiscal outlook of the State and local 26 
government units; 27 

(11) Analyze the methods and formulas used in providing State financial 28 
assistance to local government units, including reimbursement for 29 
local tax changes; 30 

(12) Analyze the relationship between the State and local budget cycles; 31 
(13) Review the process by which local fiscal impact information is 32 

presented during the State budget process; and 33 
(14) Discuss the merits of establishing a permanent advisory commission 34 

comprised of State and local elected officials and private citizens that 35 
would continually review State and local fiscal relationships. 36 

Sec. 4.2.  The Commission shall consist of 20 members to be appointed as 37 
follows: 38 

(1) Five members of the Senate appointed by the President Pro Tempore 39 
of the Senate, one of whom shall be designated cochair; 40 

(2) Five public members appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the 41 
Senate, one of whom shall be an elected city government official, one 42 
of whom shall be from the land use planning department or agency of 43 
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a city, and two of whom shall be persons who are involved with or 1 
have had extensive experience in land development; 2 

(3) Five members of the House of Representatives appointed by the 3 
Speaker of the House of Representatives, one of whom shall be 4 
designated cochair; and 5 

(4) Five public members appointed by the Speaker of the House of 6 
Representatives, one of whom shall be an elected county government 7 
official, one of whom shall be from the land use planning department 8 
or agency of a county, and two of whom shall be persons who are 9 
involved with or who have had extensive experience in land 10 
development. 11 

Sec. 4.3.  Members appointed to the Commission shall serve until the 12 
Commission makes its final report.  Vacancies on the Commission shall be filled in the 13 
same manner as the original appointments were made. 14 

Sec. 4.4.  Upon request of the Commission or its staff, all State departments 15 
and agencies and all local government departments and agencies shall furnish to the 16 
Commission or its staff any information in their possession or available to them. 17 

Sec. 4.5.  The Commission may submit an interim report of its findings and 18 
recommendations and the status of its review and analyses to the General Assembly on 19 
or before the first day of the 1990 Regular Session of the 1989 General Assembly.  The 20 
Commission shall submit the final report of its findings and recommendations to the 21 
General Assembly on or before January 15, 1991.  All reports shall be submitted by 22 
filing the report with the Speaker of the House of Representatives and the President Pro 23 
Tempore of the Senate.  The Commission shall terminate upon filing its final report. 24 

Sec. 4.6.  The Commission shall meet upon the call of the cochairs. 25 
Sec. 4.7.  Upon approval of the Legislative Services Commission, the 26 

Legislative Services Officer shall assign professional and clerical staff to assist in the 27 
work of the Commission.  Clerical staff shall be furnished to the Commission through 28 
the Offices of House and Senate Supervisors of Clerks.  The expenses of employment of 29 
the clerical staff shall be borne by the Commission.  The Commission may meet in the 30

such actions relate to the seafood and aquaculture industries; 6 

(5) To make recommendations regarding regulatory matters relating to the 7 
seafood and aquaculture industries including, but not limited to: 8

Atlantic regions of the National Division of Marine Fisheries; 11 
and 12 

b. Evaluating the necessity to substantially increase penalties for 13 
trespass and theft of  shellfish and other aquaculture products; 14 

(6) To review and evaluate changes in federal law and regulations, 15 
relevant court decisions, and changes in technology affecting the 16 
seafood and aquaculture industries; 17 

(7) To review existing and proposed State law and rules affecting the 18 
seafood and aquaculture industries and to determine whether any 19 
modification of law or rules is in the public interest; 20 

(8) To make reports and recommendations, including draft legislation, to 21 
the General Assembly from time to time as to any matter relating to 22 
the powers and duties set out in this section; and 23 

(9) To undertake such additional studies as it deems appropriate or as may 24 
from time to time be requested by the President of the Senate, the 25 
President Pro Tempore of the Senate, the Speaker of the House of 26 
Representatives, either house of the General Assembly, the Legislative 27 
Research Commission, or the Joint Legislative Commission on 28 
Governmental Operations, and to make such reports and 29 
recommendations to the General Assembly regarding such studies as it 30 
deems appropriate.

President Pro Tempore of the Senate shall each appoint two nonvoting members who 34 
shall be involved in the administration or funding of social services and public 35 
assistance programs. Initial appointments shall be made within 30 days following 36 
adjournment of the 1989 Session of the General Assembly. Vacancies shall be filled by 37 
the official who made the initial appointment using the same criteria as provided by this 38 
section.

The Commission members shall receive no salary for their services 8 
but shall receive subsistence and travel expenses in accordance with the provisions of 9 
G.S. 120-3.1, 138-5, and 138-6, as applicable. 10 

Sec. 8.6. The Commission may solicit, employ, or contract for professional, 11 
technical, or clerical assistance, and may purchase or contract for the materials or 12 
services it needs. Subject to the approval of the Legislative Services Commission, the 13 
professional and clerical staff of the Legislative Services Office shall be available to the 14 
Commission, and the Commission may meet in the Legislative Building or the 15 
Legislative Office Building. With the consent of the Secretary of the Department of 16 
Human Resources, staff employed by the Department or any of the divisions may be 17 
assigned permanently or temporarily to assist the Commission or its staff. 18 

Sec. 8.7. Upon request of the Commission or its staff, all State departments 19 
and agencies and all local governmental agencies shall furnish the Commission or its 20 
staff with any information in their possession or available to them. 21 

Sec. 8.8. The Commission shall submit a final written report of its findings 22 
and recommendations to the Governor, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, 23 
and the President of the Senate before or upon the convening of the 1991 Session of the 24 
General Assembly. The Commission shall terminate upon the filing of the report. 25 

Sec. 8.9.  There is allocated from the funds appropriated to the Legislative 26 
Services Commission from the reserve for studies to the Social Services Study 27 
Commission for its work the sum of $25,000 for the 1989-1990 fiscal year and the sum 28 
of $20,000 for the 1990-1991 fiscal year.  29

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Sec. 9.6.  Members of the Commission shall receive per diem, subsistence 1 
and travel expenses as provided by law. 2 

Sec. 9.7.  The Commission may contract for professional, clerical, or 3 
consultant services. The Governor shall assign professional and clerical staff to assist in 4 
the work of the Commission. 5 

Sec. 9.8.  When a vacancy occurs in the membership of the Commission, the 6 
vacancy shall be filled by the Governor. 7 

Sec. 9.9.  All State departments and agencies and local governments and their 8 
subdivisions shall furnish the Commission with any information in their possession or 9 
available to them. 10 

Sec. 9.10.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Office of 11 
Governor for fiscal year 1989-90 the sum of twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) for the 12 
expenses of the Commission. 13 
 14 
PART X.––-LEGISLATIVE STUDY COMMISSION ON EDUCATIONAL EQUITY 15 
FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL STUDENTS AND ON THE FEASIBILITY OF 16 
ESTABLISHING AN EDUCATORS' HALL OF FAME. 17 

Sec. 10.1.  The Legislative Study Commission Educational Equity for Public 18 
School Students, and the feasibility of Establishing an Educators Hall of Fame is 19 
created.

PART XI.––-LEGISLATIVE STUDY COMMISSION ON PROPRIETARY 11 
SCHOOLS 12 

Sec. 11.1.  The Legislative Study Commission on Proprietary Schools is 13 
created.

President Pro Tempore of the Senate, at least four of whom are members of the Senate, 15 
and seven appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives, at least four of 16 
whom are members of the House of Representatives.

(3) Their assets and liabilities, and profit and loss information; 26 
(4) Other matters related to their financial integrity; 27 
(5) The adequacy of their facilities, equipment, and faculty and staff 28 

qualification; 29 
(6) Their advertising, sales and promotional practices and activities; 30 
(7) Any benefits, including the quality of education, received by students 31 

who enroll in the schools' programs; 32 
(8) Benefits received by students who enroll in the schools compared to 33 

benefits that would be available through community college and 34 
university programs; 35 

(9) The proportion of students enrolled in proprietary school programs 36 
who are eligible and academically prepared for admission to 37 
community college or university programs; 38 

(10) Why students who were eligible and academically prepared for 39

(4) Services to homeless persons currently provided by State, non-State, 13 
and local agencies, institutions, and other nonprofit organizations, and 14 
whether and how such entities cooperate with one another in providing 15 
the services; 16 

(5) Services for the homeless that are not currently provided and which are 17 
critical to meeting the needs of homeless persons, and 18 
recommendations on how State and non-State entities could cooperate 19 
to provide such services; 20 

(6) Whether services being provided or planned include or should include 21 
the following: 22 
a. Referrals of homeless persons to other human services offered 23 

by State and non-State entities; 24 
b. Case management efforts which help keep track of homeless 25 

persons and their needs; 26 
c. Job training and referral; 27 
d. Efforts to ensure that the children of homeless families are 28 

enrolled in and regularly attend public schools; and 29 
e.  Availability of affordable housing; and 30 

(7) The overall impact of homelessness on the State, its municipalities, 31 
and its citizens. 32

their appointment, one of whom shall be a licensed attorney 41 
regularly representing plaintiffs or a member of a firm which 42 
regularly represents plaintiffs, and one of whom shall be a 43 
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licensed attorney regularly representing defendants or a member 1 
of a firm which regularly represents defendants; 2 

b. One physician licensed to practice medicine in North Carolina; 3 
and 4 

c. One at-large member representing the general public; 5 
(3) The Chief Justice of North Carolina or his designee; 6 
(4) The Chief Judge of the North Carolina Court of Appeals or his 7 

designee; and 8 
(5) The President of the North Carolina Bar Association or his designee. 9 
If a vacancy occurs in the membership, the appointing authority shall appoint 10

The Commission shall have all powers necessary or convenient to 7 
carry out the purposes and provisions of this act, including, but not limited to, the power 8 
to receive and accept grants or funds from any public or private agency for, or in the aid 9 
of, the purposes of this section, and to receive or accept contributions, from any source, 10 
of money, or labor, to be held, used, and applied for the purposes of this act.  Any grants 11 
or contributions received shall be held by the Legislative Services Commission and 12 
these monies received shall be used prior to the use of any available State funds.  If 13 
grants or contributions are received thereafter, they shall be retained by the Legislative 14

Sec. 16.1.  The Office of State Personnel shall review previous recent studies 22 
of the State Personnel System from all sources and shall report in writing on or before 23 
April 1, 1990 to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations with its 24 
recommendations regarding needed modifications to the State Personnel System.  The 25 
Office of State Personnel shall conduct this study within the funds already appropriated 26 
to it. 27 
 28 
PART XVII.––-HEALTH CARE LICENSING STUDY 29 

Sec. 17.1.  The North Carolina Study Commission on Aging established by 30 
Article 21 of Chapter 120 of the General Statutes may study the need for regulation of 31 
agencies not licensed under State statute or certified for Medicare that provide nursing 32 
and nurse's aide services to persons at home.  The North Carolina Study Commission on 33 
Aging may report its findings, including any legislative recommendations, to the 1991 34 
General Assembly. The North Carolina Study Commission on Aging shall conduct this 35 
study within the funds already appropriated to it. 36 
 37 
PART XVIII.––-MEDICAID RESOURCES LIMIT STUDY 38 

Sec. 18.1.  The Department of Human Resources shall study the  provisions 39 
of the Catastrophic Health Care Act of 1987, in order to determine whether the federal 40 
provision that permits states to apply "less restrictive methodologies”to the resource test 41 
portion of the eligibility determination process will allow alternatives to current 42 
resource test policies that will simplify the determination process and treat applicants 43 
more equitably. 44 
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The Department shall make a written report, including any recommendations 1 
regarding alternative resource test policies, to the Joint Legislative Commission on 2 
Governmental Operations by April 1, 1990.  The Department of Human Resources shall 3 
conduct this study within the funds already appropriated to it.

PART XIX.––-INMATE WORK EFFICIENCY STUDY 6 

Sec. 19.1.  The Department of Correction shall study the laws governing 7 
prisoner labor, including, but not limited to, the daily wage provisions, and determine 8 
whether these laws should be amended in order to improve the work efficiency of prison 9 
inmates and increase the participation by prison inmates in work projects, particularly in 10 
road maintenance work projects. 11 

The Department of Correction shall report its findings to the Joint Legislative 12 
Commission on Governmental Operations by April 1, 1990.  The Department of 13 
Correction shall conduct this study within the funds already appropriated to it. 14

PART XX.––-SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT IN PRISONS STUDY 16 

Sec. 20.1.  The Special Committee on Prisons as continued by Resolution 8, 17 
Session Laws of 1989, shall study: 18 

(1) The extent to which appropriate treatment and counseling programs 19 
exist within our prison system; 20 

(2) The extent to which appropriate treatment programs and facilities exist 21 
outside the prison system (residential and nonresidential, for adults and 22 
adolescents); 23 

(3) How much in additional fiscal resources would be necessary in order 24 
to have adequate programs and facilities inside and outside the State 25 
prison system; 26 

(4) The impact – fiscal and otherwise – of requiring a person convicted of 27 
a criminal offense (felony or misdemeanor) to be evaluated to 28 
determine whether he or she is a drug abuser, if: 29 
a. The offense is one in which drugs were involved; or 30 
b. Information is presented, during investigation, prosecution or 31 

sentencing that would suggest the defendant is a drug abuser; 32 
(5) The impact, fiscal and otherwise, of requiring a person convicted as 33 

described in subdivision (4) of this section – if he or she receives an 34 
active sentence in our State system, or is placed on probation under the 35 
jurisdiction of the State system, and if it is determined through the 36

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(6) Whether conditions set out in subdivision (5) of this section would 1 
significantly increase the likelihood that the person will become and 2 
remain free of drug abuse; and 3 

(7) Other related factors and matters. 4 
Sec. 20.2.  There is allocated from the funds appropriated to the Legislative 5 

Services Commission from the reserve for studies to the Special Committee on Prisons 6 
for its work the sum of $10,000 for the 1989-1990 fiscal year and the sum of $10,000 7 
for the 1990-1991 fiscal year.  8

PART XXI.––-GUARDIANSHIP STUDY 10 

Sec. 21.1.  The Juvenile Laws Study Commission shall: 11 
(1) Study the possibility of abolishing the jurisdiction of the clerk of 12 

superior court to appoint guardians of the person for orphaned minors; 13 
(2) Clarify the relationship between the clerk's guardianship jurisdiction 14 

and the district court's custody and juvenile jurisdiction; 15 
(3) Examine the meaning of and the distinction between "custody”and 16 

"guardianship of the person”of a minor; and 17 
(4) Study any other issue regarding guardianship that the Commission 18 

deems pertinent. 19 
The Commission shall submit a final report of its findings and 20 

recommendations to the 1989 General Assembly (1990 Regular Session) on or before 21 
the first day of the session, by filing the report with the Speaker of the House of 22

policy on reimbursing State employees for direct and indirect moving expenses and any 28 
related issues.  The Office of State Budget shall consider the policies on reimbursing 29 
employees for moving expenses in other states and in the private sector. 30 

The Office of State Budget shall make a written report of its findings and 31 
recommendations on this matter to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental 32 
Operations not later that April 1, 1990.  The Office of State Budget shall conduct this 33 
study within the funds already appropriated to it. 34

PART XXIII.––-ELIZABETH II CULTURAL ACTIVITIES FACILITY 36 

Sec.  23.1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of 37 
Cultural Resources, Division of Archives and History, the sum of $20,000 for the 1990-38 
1991 fiscal year for a planning and feasibility study for a cultural activities facility on 39 
the Elizabeth II State Historic Site as part of the State Historic Site.  The Department of 40 
Cultural Resources shall report its findings to the Joint Legislative Commission on 41 
Governmental Operations by April 1, 1991. 42
