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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO IMPROVE THE ADMINISTRATIVE RULE-MAKING PROCESS. 2 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

Section 1.  Chapter 150B of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 4 
Article to read: 5 

“ARTICLE 2A. 6 
"RULES. 7 

"PART 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 8 
"§ 150B-18.  Scope and effect. 9 

This Article applies to an agency's exercise of its authority to adopt a rule.  A rule is 10 
not valid unless it is adopted in substantial compliance with this Article. 11 
"§ 150B-19.  Restrictions on what can be adopted as a rule. 12 

An agency may not adopt a rule that does one or more of the following: 13 
(1) Implements or interprets a law unless that law or another law 14 

specifically authorizes the agency to do so. 15 
(2) Enlarges the scope of a profession, occupation, or field of endeavor for 16 

which an occupational  license is required. 17 
(3) Imposes criminal liability or a civil penalty for an act or omission, 18 

including the violation of a rule, unless a law specifically authorizes 19 
the agency to do so or a law declares that violation of the rule is a 20 
criminal offense or is grounds for a civil penalty. 21 

(4) Repeats the content of a law, a rule, or a federal regulation. 22 
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(5) Establishes a reasonable fee or other reasonable charge for providing a 1 
service in fulfillment of a duty unless a law specifically authorizes the 2 
agency to do so or the fee or other charge is for one of the following: 3 
a. A service to a State, federal, or local governmental unit. 4 
b. A copy of part or all of a State publication or other document, 5 

the cost of mailing a document, or both. 6 
c. A transcript of a public hearing. 7 
d. A conference, workshop, or course. 8 
e. Data processing services. 9 

(6) Allows the agency to waive or modify a requirement set in a rule 10 
unless a rule establishes specific guidelines the agency must follow in 11 
determining whether to waive or modify the requirement. 12 

"§ 150B-20.  Petitioning an agency to adopt a rule. 13 
(a) Petition. – A person may petition an agency to adopt a rule by submitting to 14 

the agency a written rule-making petition requesting the adoption.  A person may 15 
submit written comments with a rule-making petition.  If a rule-making petition requests 16 
the agency to create or amend a rule, the person must submit the proposed text of the 17 
requested rule change and a statement of the effect of the requested rule change.  Each 18 
agency must establish by rule the procedure for submitting a rule-making petition to it 19 
and the procedure the agency follows in considering a rule-making petition. 20 

(b) Time. – An agency must grant or deny a rule-making petition submitted to it 21 
within 30 days after the date the rule-making petition is submitted, unless the agency is 22 
a board or commission.  If the agency is a board or commission, it must grant or deny a 23 
rule-making petition within 120 days after the date the rule-making petition is 24 
submitted. 25 

(c) Action. – If an agency denies a rule-making petition, it must send the person 26 
who submitted the petition a written statement of the reasons for denying the petition.  If 27 
an agency grants a rule-making petition, it must inform the person who submitted the 28 
rule-making petition of its decision and must initiate rule-making proceedings.  When 29 
an agency grants a rule-making petition requesting the creation or amendment of a rule, 30 
the notice of rule making it publishes in the North Carolina Register may state that the 31 
agency is initiating rule-making proceedings as the result of a rule-making petition, state 32 
the name of the person who submitted the rule-making petition, set out the text of the 33 
requested rule change submitted with the rule-making petition, and state whether the 34 
agency endorses the proposed rule change. 35 

(d) Review. – Denial of a rule-making petition is a final agency decision and is 36 
subject to judicial review under Article 4 of this Chapter.  Failure of an agency to grant 37 
or deny a rule-making petition within the time limits set in subsection (b) is a denial of 38 
the rule-making petition. 39 
"§ 150B-21.  Agency must designate rule-making coordinator. 40 

Each agency must designate one or more rule-making coordinators to oversee the 41 
agency's rule-making functions.  The coordinator must prepare notices of public 42 
hearings, coordinate access to the agency's rules, and serve as the liaison between the 43 
agency, other agencies, and the public in the rule-making process. 44 
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"PART 2. ADOPTION OF RULES. 1 
"§ 150B-21.1.  Procedure for adopting a temporary rule. 2 

(a) Adoption. –  An agency may adopt a temporary rule without prior notice or 3 
hearing or upon any abbreviated notice or hearing the agency finds practical when it 4 
finds that adherence to the notice and hearing requirements of this Part would be 5 
contrary to the public interest and that the immediate adoption of the rule is required by 6 
one or more of the following: 7 

(1) A serious and unforeseen threat to the public health, safety, or welfare. 8 
(2) The effective date of a recent act of the General Assembly or the 9 

United States Congress. 10 
(3) A recent change in federal or State budgetary policy. 11 
(4) A federal regulation. 12 
(5) A court order. 13 

An agency must prepare a written statement of its findings of need for a temporary 14 
rule.  The statement must be signed by the head of the agency adopting the rule. 15 

An agency must begin rule-making proceedings for a permanent rule by the day it 16 
adopts a temporary rule.  An agency begins rule-making proceedings for a permanent 17 
rule by publishing in the North Carolina Register notice of its intent to adopt a 18 
permanent rule. 19 

(b) Review. – When an agency adopts a temporary rule it must submit the rule, 20 
the agency's written statement of its findings of need for the rule, and the notice of 21 
intent to adopt a permanent rule to the Codifier of Rules.  Within one business day after 22 
an agency submits a temporary rule, the Codifier of Rules must review the agency's 23 
written statement of findings of need for the rule to determine whether the statement of 24 
need meets the criteria listed in subsection (a).  In reviewing the statement, the Codifier 25 
of Rules may consider any information submitted by the agency or another person.  If 26 
the Codifier of Rules finds that the statement meets the criteria, the Codifier of Rules 27 
must notify the head of the agency and enter the rule in the North Carolina 28 
Administrative Code. 29 

If the Codifier of Rules finds that the statement does not meet the criteria, the 30 
Codifier of Rules must immediately notify the head of the agency.  The agency may 31 
supplement its statement of need with additional findings or submit a new statement.  If 32 
the agency provides additional findings or submits a new statement, the Codifier of 33 
Rules must review the additional findings or new statement within one business day 34 
after the agency submits the additional findings or new statement.  If the Codifier of 35 
Rules again finds that the statement does not meet the criteria listed in subsection (a), 36 
the Codifier of Rules must immediately notify the head of the agency. 37 

If an agency decides not to provide additional findings or submit a new statement 38 
when notified by the Codifier of Rules that the agency's findings of need for a rule do 39 
not meet the required criteria, the agency must notify the Codifier of Rules of its 40 
decision.  The Codifier of Rules must then enter the rule in the North Carolina 41 
Administrative Code on the sixth business day after receiving notice of the agency's 42 
decision. 43 
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(c) Standing. –  A person aggrieved by a temporary rule adopted by an agency 1 
may file an action for declaratory judgment in Wake County Superior Court pursuant to 2 
Article 26 of Chapter 1 of the General Statutes.  In the action, the court shall determine 3 
whether the agency's written statement of findings of need for the rule meets the criteria 4 
listed in subsection (a) and whether the rule meets the standards in G.S. 150B-21.9 that 5 
apply to review of a permanent rule.  The court may not grant an ex parte temporary 6 
restraining order. 7 

Filing a petition for rule-making or a request for a declaratory ruling with the agency 8 
that adopted the rule is not a prerequisite to filing an action under this subsection.  A 9 
person who files an action for declaratory judgment under this subsection must serve a 10 
copy of the complaint on the agency that adopted the rule being contested, the Codifier 11 
of Rules, and the Commission. 12 

(d) Effective Date and Expiration. –  A temporary rule becomes effective on the 13 
date specified in G.S. 150B-21.3.  A temporary rule expires on the date specified in the 14 
rule or 180 days from the date the rule becomes effective, whichever comes first. 15 
"§ 150B-21.2.  Procedure for adopting a permanent rule. 16 

(a) Notice. – Before an agency adopts a permanent rule, it must publish notice of 17 
its intent to adopt a permanent rule in the North Carolina Register and as required by 18 
any other law.  The notice published in the North Carolina Register must include all of 19 
the following: 20 

(1) Either the text of the proposed rule or a statement of the subject matter 21 
of the proposed rule making. 22 

(2) A short explanation of the reason for the proposed action. 23 
(3) A citation to the law that gives the agency the authority to adopt the 24 

proposed rule, if the notice includes the text of the proposed rule, or a 25 
citation to the law that gives the agency the authority to adopt a rule on 26 
the subject matter of the proposed rule making, if the notice includes 27 
only a statement of the subject matter of the proposed rule making. 28 

(4) The proposed effective date of the proposed rule, if the notice includes 29 
the text of the proposed rule, or the proposed effective date of a rule 30 
adopted on the subject matter of the proposed rule making, if the 31 
notice includes only a statement of the subject matter of the proposed 32 
rule making. 33 

(5) The date, time, and place of any public hearing scheduled on the 34 
proposed rule or subject matter of the proposed rule making. 35 

(6) Instructions on how a person may demand a public hearing on a 36 
proposed rule if the notice does not schedule a public hearing on the 37 
proposed rule and subsection (c) requires the agency to hold a public 38 
hearing on the proposed rule when requested to do so. 39 

(7) The period of time during which and the person to whom written 40 
comments may be submitted on the proposed rule or subject matter of 41 
the proposed rule making. 42 

(8) If a fiscal note has been prepared for the proposed rule or will be 43 
prepared when a rule is proposed on the subject matter of the proposed 44 
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rule making, a statement that a copy of the fiscal note can be obtained 1 
from the agency. 2 

(b) Mailing List. – An agency must maintain a mailing list of persons who have 3 
requested notice of rule making.  When an agency publishes a rule-making notice in the 4 
North Carolina Register, it must mail a copy of the notice to each person on the mailing 5 
list who has requested notice of rule-making proceedings on the rule or the subject 6 
matter for rule making described in the notice.  An agency may charge an annual fee to 7 
each person on the agency's mailing list to cover copying and mailing costs. 8 

(c) Hearing. – An agency must hold a public hearing on a rule it proposes to 9 
adopt in two circumstances and may hold a public hearing in other circumstances.  10 
When an agency is required to hold a public hearing on a proposed rule or decides to 11 
hold a public hearing on a proposed rule when it is not required to do so, the agency 12 
must publish in the North Carolina Register a notice of the date, time, and place of the 13 
public hearing.  The hearing date of a public hearing held after the agency publishes 14 
notice of the hearing in the North Carolina Register must be at least 15 days after the 15 
date the notice is published. 16 

An agency must hold a public hearing on a rule it proposes to adopt in the following 17 
two circumstances: 18 

(1) The agency publishes a statement of the subject matter of the proposed 19 
rule making in the notice in the North Carolina Register. 20 

(2) The agency publishes the text of the proposed rule in the notice in the 21 
North Carolina Register and all the following apply: 22 
a. The notice does not schedule a public hearing on the proposed 23 

rule. 24 
b. Within 15 days after the notice is published, the agency receives 25 

a written request for a public hearing on the proposed rule. 26 
c. The proposed rule is not part of a rule-making proceeding the 27 

agency initiated by publishing a statement of the subject matter 28 
of proposed rule making. 29 

d. The proposed text is not a changed version of proposed text the 30 
agency previously published in the course of rule-making 31 
proceedings but did not adopt. 32 

(d) Text After Subject-Matter Notice. –  When an agency publishes notice of the 33 
subject matter of proposed rule making in the North Carolina Register, it must 34 
subsequently publish in the North Carolina Register the text of the rule it proposes to 35 
adopt as a result of the public hearing and of any comments received on the subject 36 
matter.  An agency may not publish the proposed text of a rule for which it published a 37 
subject-matter notice before the public hearing on the subject matter. 38 

(e) Comments. – An agency must accept comments on the text of a proposed rule 39 
published in the North Carolina Register for at least 30 days after the text is published 40 
or until the date of any public hearing held on the proposed rule, whichever is longer.  41 
An agency must accept comments on a statement of the subject matter of proposed rule 42 
making until the public hearing on the subject matter.  An agency must consider fully all 43 
written and oral comments received. 44 
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(f) Adoption. – An agency may not adopt a rule until the time for commenting 1 
on the proposed text of the rule has elapsed.  An agency may not adopt a rule that 2 
differs substantially from the text of a proposed rule published in the North Carolina 3 
Register unless the agency publishes the text of the proposed different rule in the North 4 
Carolina Register and accepts comments on the proposed different rule for the time set 5 
in subsection (e). 6 

An adopted rule differs substantially from a proposed rule if it does one or more of 7 
the following: 8 

(1) Affects the interests of persons who, based on the notice published in 9 
the North Carolina Register or the proposed text of the rule, could not 10 
reasonably have determined that the rule would affect their interests. 11 

(2) Addresses a subject matter or an issue that is not addressed in the 12 
proposed text of the rule. 13 

(3) Produces an effect that could not reasonably have been expected based 14 
on the proposed text of the rule. 15 

(g) Explanation. – An agency must issue a concise written statement explaining 16 
why the agency adopted a rule if, within 30 days after the agency adopts the rule, a 17 
person asks the agency to do so.  The explanation must state the principal reasons for 18 
and against adopting the rule and must discuss why the agency rejected any arguments 19 
made or considerations urged against the adoption of the rule. 20 

(h) Record. – An agency must keep a record of a rule-making proceeding.  The 21 
record must include all written comments received, a transcript or recording of any 22 
public hearing held on the rule, and any written explanation made by the agency for 23 
adopting the rule. 24 
"§ 150B-21.3.  Effective date of rules. 25 

(a) Temporary Rule. – A temporary rule becomes effective on the date the 26 
Codifier of Rules enters the rule in the North Carolina Administrative Code. 27 

(b) Permanent Rule. – A permanent rule approved by the Commission becomes 28 
effective five business days after the Commission delivers the rule to the Codifier of 29 
Rules, unless the agency adopting the rule specifies a later effective date.  If the agency 30 
specifies a later effective date, the rule becomes effective on that date. 31 

A permanent rule that is not approved by the Commission becomes effective five 32 
business days after the agency adopting the rule delivers the rule to the Codifier of 33 
Rules, unless the agency adopting the rule specifies a later effective date.  If the agency 34 
specifies a later effective date, the rule becomes effective on that date. 35 

(c) OSHA Standard. – A permanent rule concerning an occupational safety and 36 
health standard that is adopted by the Occupational Safety and Health Division of the 37 
Department of Labor and is identical to a federal regulation promulgated by the 38 
Secretary of the United States Department of Labor becomes effective on the date the 39 
Division delivers the rule to the Codifier of Rules, unless the Division specifies a later 40 
effective date.  If the Division specifies a later effective date, the rule becomes effective 41 
on that date. 42 
"§ 150B-21.4.  Fiscal notes on rules. 43 
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(a) State Funds. – Before an agency publishes in the North Carolina Register the 1 
proposed text of a permanent rule change that would require the expenditure or 2 
distribution of funds subject to the Executive Budget Act, Article 1 of Chapter 143, it 3 
must submit the text of the proposed rule change and a fiscal note on the proposed rule 4 
change to the Director of the Budget and obtain certification from the Director that the 5 
funds that would be required by the proposed rule change are available.  The fiscal note 6 
must state the amount of funds that would be expended or distributed as a result of the 7 
proposed rule change and explain how the amount was computed.  The Director of the 8 
Budget must certify a proposed rule change if funds are available to cover the 9 
expenditure or distribution required by the proposed rule change. 10 

(b) Local Funds. – Before an agency publishes in the North Carolina Register the 11 
proposed text of a permanent rule change that would affect the expenditures or revenues 12 
of a unit of local government, it must submit the text of the proposed rule change and a 13 
fiscal note on the proposed rule change to the Fiscal Research Division of the General 14 
Assembly, the Office of State Budget and Management, the North Carolina Association 15 
of County Commissioners, and the North Carolina League of Municipalities.  The fiscal 16 
note must state the amount by which the proposed rule change would increase or 17 
decrease expenditures or revenues of a unit of local government and must explain how 18 
the amount was computed. 19 

(c) Errors. – An erroneous fiscal note prepared in good faith does not affect the 20 
validity of a rule. 21 
"§ 150B-21.5.  Circumstances when notice and rule-making hearing not required. 22 

(a) Amendment. – An agency is not required to publish a notice of rule making 23 
in the North Carolina Register or hold a public hearing when it proposes to amend a 24 
rule, without changing the substance of the rule, to do one of the following: 25 

(1) Reletter or renumber the rule or subparts of the rule. 26 
(2) Substitute one name for another when an organization or position is 27 

renamed. 28 
(3) Correct a citation in the rule to another rule or law when the citation 29 

has become inaccurate since the rule was adopted because of the repeal 30 
or renumbering of the cited rule or law. 31 

(4) Change information that is readily available to the public, such as an 32 
address or a telephone number. 33 

(5) Correct a typographical error made in entering the rule in the North 34 
Carolina Administrative Code. 35 

(6) Change a rule in response to a request or an objection by the 36 
Commission. 37 

(b) Repeal. – An agency is not required to publish a notice of rule making in the 38 
North Carolina Register or hold a public hearing when it proposes to repeal a rule as a 39 
result of any of the following: 40 

(1) The law under which the rule was adopted is repealed. 41 
(2) The law under which the rule was adopted or the rule itself is declared 42 

unconstitutional. 43 
(3) The rule is declared to be in excess of the agency's statutory authority. 44 
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(c) OSHA Standard. – The Occupational Safety and Health Division of the 1 
Department of Labor is not required to publish a notice of rule making in the North 2 
Carolina Register or hold a public hearing when it proposes to adopt a rule that concerns 3 
an occupational safety and health standard and is identical to a federal regulation 4 
promulgated by the Secretary of the United States Department of Labor.  The 5 
Occupational Safety and Health Division is not required to submit to the Commission 6 
for review a rule for which notice and hearing is not required under this subsection. 7 
"§ 150B-21.6.  Incorporating material in a rule by reference. 8 

An agency may incorporate the following material by reference in a rule without 9 
repeating the text of the referenced material: 10 

(1) Another rule or part of a rule adopted by the agency. 11 
(2) All or part of a code, standard, or regulation adopted by another 12 

agency, the federal government, or a generally recognized organization 13 
or association. 14 

(3) Material adopted to meet a requirement of the federal government. 15 
In incorporating material by reference, the agency must designate in the rule whether 16 

or not the incorporation includes subsequent amendments and editions of the referenced 17 
material.  The agency can change this designation only by a subsequent rule-making 18 
proceeding.  The agency must have copies of the incorporated material available for 19 
inspection and must specify in the rule both where copies of the material can be 20 
obtained and the cost on the date the rule is adopted of a copy of the material. 21 

A statement in a rule that a rule incorporates material by reference in accordance 22 
with former G.S. 150B-14(b) is a statement that the rule does not include 23 
subsequent amendments and editions of the referenced material.  A statement in a rule 24 
that a rule incorporates material by reference in accordance with former G.S. 150B-25 
14(c) is a statement that the rule includes subsequent amendments and editions of the 26 
referenced material. 27 
"§ 150B-21.7.  Effect of transfer of duties or termination of agency on rules. 28 

When a law that authorizes an agency to adopt a rule is repealed and another law 29 
gives the same or another agency substantially the same authority to adopt a rule, the 30 
rule remains in effect until the agency amends or repeals the rule.  When a law that 31 
authorizes an agency to adopt a rule is repealed and another law does not give the same 32 
or another agency substantially the same authority to adopt a rule, a rule adopted under 33 
the repealed law is repealed as of the date the law is repealed. 34 

When an executive order abolishes part or all of an agency and transfers a function 35 
of that agency to another agency, a rule concerning the transferred function remains in 36 
effect until the agency to which the function is transferred amends or repeals the rule.  37 
When an executive order abolishes part or all of an agency and does not transfer a 38 
function of that agency to another agency, a rule concerning a function abolished by the 39 
executive order is repealed as of the effective date of the executive order. 40 

The Director of Fiscal Research of the General Assembly must notify the Codifier of 41 
Rules when a rule is repealed under this section.  When notified of a rule repealed under 42 
this section, the Codifier of Rules must enter the repeal of the rule in the North Carolina 43 
Administrative Code. 44 
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"PART 3.  REVIEW BY COMMISSION. 1 
"§ 150B-21.8.  Review of rule by Commission. 2 

(a) Temporary Rule. – The Commission does not review a temporary rule. 3 
(b) Permanent Rule. – An agency must submit a permanent rule adopted by it to 4 

the Commission before the rule can be included in the North Carolina Administrative 5 
Code.  The Commission reviews a permanent rule in accordance with the standards in 6 
G.S. 150B-21.9 and follows the procedure in this Part in its review of a permanent rule. 7 

(c) Scope. – When the Commission reviews an amendment to a rule, it may 8 
review the entire rule that is being amended.  The procedure in G.S. 150B-21.12 applies 9 
when the Commission objects to a part of a rule that is within its scope of review but is 10 
not changed by a rule amendment. 11 
"§ 150B-21.9.  Standards and timetable for review by Commission. 12 

(a) Standards. – The Commission must determine whether a rule meets all of the 13 
following criteria: 14 

(1) It is within the authority delegated to the agency by the General 15 
Assembly. 16 

(2) It is clear and unambiguous. 17 
(3) It is reasonably necessary to fulfill a duty delegated to the agency by 18 

the General Assembly. 19 
The Commission may determine if a rule submitted to it was adopted in accordance 20 

with Part 2 of this Article.  The Commission must notify the agency that adopted the 21 
rule if it determines that a rule was not adopted in accordance with Part 2 of this Article 22 
and must return the rule to the agency.  Entry of a rule in the North Carolina 23 
Administrative Code after review by the Commission is conclusive evidence that the 24 
rule was adopted in accordance with Part 2 of this Article. 25 

(b) Timetable. – The Commission must review a rule submitted to it on or before 26 
the twentieth of a month by the last day of the next month.  The Commission must 27 
review a rule submitted to it after the twentieth of a month by the last day of the second 28 
subsequent month. 29 
"§ 150B-21.10.  Commission action on permanent rule. 30 

At the first meeting at which a permanent rule is before the Commission for review, 31 
the Commission must take one of the following actions: 32 

(1) Approve the rule, if the Commission determines that the rule meets the 33 
standards for review. 34 

(2) Object to the rule, if the Commission determines that the rule does not 35 
meet the standards for review. 36 

(3) Extend the period for reviewing the rule, if the Commission 37 
determines it needs additional information on the rule to be able to 38 
decide whether the rule meets the standards for review. 39 

In reviewing a new rule or an amendment to an existing rule, the Commission may 40 
request an agency to make technical changes to the rule and may condition its approval 41 
of the rule on the agency's making the requested technical changes. 42 
"§ 150B-21.11.  Procedure when Commission approves permanent rule. 43 
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When the Commission approves a permanent rule, it must notify the agency that 1 
adopted the rule of the Commission's approval and must deliver the approved rule to the 2 
Codifier of Rules.  The Commission must deliver an approved rule by the end of the 3 
month in which the Commission approved the rule. 4 
"§ 150B-21.12.  Procedure when Commission objects to a permanent rule. 5 

(a) Action. – When the Commission objects to a permanent rule, it must send the 6 
agency that adopted the rule a written statement of the objection and the reason for the 7 
objection.  The agency that adopted the rule must take one of the following actions: 8 

(1) Change the rule to satisfy the Commission's objection and submit the 9 
revised rule to the Commission. 10 

(2) Submit a written response to the Commission indicating that the 11 
agency has decided not to change the rule. 12 

An agency that is not a board or commission must take one of these actions within 13 
30 days after receiving the Commission's statement of objection.  A board or 14 
commission must take one of these actions within 30 days after receiving the 15 
Commission's statement of objection or within 10 days after the board or commission's 16 
next regularly scheduled meeting, whichever comes later. 17 

When an agency changes a rule in response to an objection by the Commission, the 18 
Commission must determine whether the change satisfies the Commission's objection.  19 
If it does, the Commission must approve the rule.  If it does not, the Commission must 20 
send the agency a written statement of the Commission's continued objection and the 21 
reason for the continued objection. 22 

A rule to which the Commission has objected remains under review by the 23 
Commission until the agency that adopted the rule decides not to satisfy the 24 
Commission's objection and makes a written request to the Commission to return the 25 
rule to the agency.  When the Commission returns a rule to which it has objected, it may 26 
send to the President of the Senate and each member of the General Assembly a report 27 
of its objection to the rule. 28 

(b) Entry In Code. – When the Commission returns a rule to which it has 29 
objected to the agency that adopted the rule, the Commission must notify the Codifier of 30 
Rules of its action and of the basis of the Commission's objection.  An agency whose 31 
rule is returned may file the rule with the Codifier of Rules.  When the Codifier of Rules 32 
enters in the North Carolina Administrative Code a rule to which the Commission 33 
objected, the entry must reflect the Commission's objection and must state the standard 34 
on which the Commission based its objection.

North Carolina shall call a meeting of the councilors of whose election he shall have 39 
been notified, to be held in the City of Raleigh not less than 20 days nor more than 30 40 
days after the date of said call; and at the meeting so held the councilors attending the 41 
same shall proceed to organize the council by electing officers, taking appropriate steps 42 
toward the adoption of rules and regulations, electing councilors for judicial districts 43 
which have failed to elect them, and taking such other action as they may deem to be in 44 
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furtherance of this Article. The regular term of all officers shall be one year, but those 1 
first elected shall serve until January 1, 1935. The council shall be the judge of the 2 
election and qualifications of its own members. When the council shall have been fully 3 
organized and shall have adopted such rules, regulations and bylaws, not inconsistent 4 
with this Article, as it shall deem necessary or expedient for the discharge of its duties, 5 
the secretary-treasurer shall file with the clerk of the Supreme Court of North Carolina a 6 
certificate, to be called the ‘certificate of organization,' showing the officers and 7 
members of the council, with the judicial districts which the members respectively 8 
represent, and their post-office addresses, and the rules, regulations and bylaws adopted 9

defects in the organization of the council shall have been corrected, at which time a new 18 
certificate of organization shall be presented and the same course taken as hereinabove 19 
provided, and so on until a correct certificate showing the proper organization of the 20 
council shall have been presented, and the organization of the council accordingly 21 
completed. Upon (a) the entry of an order upon the minutes of the court that the 22 
requirements of this Article have been complied with, or (b) if for any reason the Chief 23 
Justice or judge should not act thereon within 30 days, then, after the lapse of 30 days 24 
from the presentation to the Chief Justice or judge, as the case may be, of any certificate 25 
of organization hereinbefore required to be presented by the secretary-treasurer, without 26 
either the entry of an order or the return of said certificate with a statement showing the 27 
respects in which this Article has not been complied with, the organization of the 28 
council shall be deemed to be complete, and it shall be vested with the powers herein set 29 
forth; and the certificate of organization shall thereupon forthwith be spread upon the 30 
minutes of the court. A copy of the certificate of organization, as spread upon the 31 
minutes of the court, shall be published in the next ensuing volume of the North 32 
Carolina Reports. Reports and in the North Carolina Administrative Code. The rules and 33 
regulations set forth in the certificate of organization, and all other rules and regulations 34 
which may be adopted by the council under this Article, may be amended by the council 35 
from time to time in any manner not inconsistent with this Article. Copies of all such 36 
rules and regulations adopted subsequently to the filing of the certificate of 37 
organization, and of all amendments so made by the council, shall be certified to the 38 
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of North Carolina, entered by it upon its minutes, 39 
and published in the next ensuing number of the North Carolina Reports: Reports and in 40 
the North Carolina Administrative Code: Provided, that the court may decline to have so 41 
entered upon its minutes any of such rules, regulations and amendments which in the 42 
opinion of the Chief Justice are inconsistent with this Article." 43

agency relating to safety and health and adopted by the Secretary, shall be adopted as 6 
the rules of the Commissioner of this State unless the Commissioner shall promulgate 7 
decides to adopt an alternative State rule or standard as effective as the federal 8 
requirement and providing safe and healthful employment in places of employment as 9 
required by the federal act and standards and regulations heretofore referred to and as 10 
provided by the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970.  All standards and rules 11 
promulgated under the federal act by the Secretary, and any modifications, revisions, or 12 
revocations in accordance with the authority conferred by the federal act, or any other federal 13 
act or agency relating to safety and health and adopted by the Secretary, shall become effective 14 
upon the date the same are filed by the Commissioner in the Office of Administrative Hearings 15 
in accordance with G.S. 150B-59. Chapter 150B of the General Statutes governs the 16 
adoption of rules by the Commissioner. 17 

(b) In the event the Commissioner shall develop his own standards and 18 
regulations relating to occupational safety and health which he shall consider to be as 19 
effective and efficient as any of the federal regulations or standards, then the 20 
Commissioner may by regulation promulgate, modify, or revoke any occupational 21 
safety or health standard developed by him in the following manner: 22 

(1) Whenever the need or desirability of promulgating a regulation or 23 
standard by the Commissioner which serves the objective of this 24 
Article is indicated by information submitted in writing to the 25 
Commissioner by any interested person, employer, employee, or 26 
representative of any organization of employers or employees or upon 27 
information derived from recognized standards-producing 28 
organizations or upon the basis of information developed by the 29

scope of issue to be covered by such standard or regulation and the 31 
method to be followed in the development of such standard or 32 
regulation. If the Commissioner finds it desirable he may request the 33 
recommendation of the Advisory Council appointed under this Article 34 
and shall provide such Advisory Council with any proposals of his 35 
own, together with all pertinent factual information developed by 36 
technical experts or otherwise available, including the result of 37 
research, demonstrations,  experiments, and experience. 38 
Recommendations of the Advisory  Council shall be submitted to the 39 
Commissioner within 90 days from the date of the receipt of such 40 
request or within such longer or shorter period as may be prescribed by 41 
the Commissioner, but in no event for a period which is longer than 42 
270 days. 43 
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(2) When the Commissioner wishes to promulgate a regulation or standard 1 
in this section, he shall consider any proposed revisions prior to 2 
publication of proposed standards and regulations under subdivision 3 
(3) of this subsection, and may make revisions appropriate to the 4 
effectiveness of the proposed standards and regulations. 5 

(3) The Commissioner shall, following the review provided for in 6 
subdivision (2) above, publish a notice that he intends to issue a 7 
standard or regulation modifying or revoking an occupational safety or 8 
health standard or regulation in one newspaper of general circulation 9 
in Asheville, Charlotte, Durham, Greensboro, Raleigh, Wilmington 10 
and Winston-Salem, and shall afford interested persons a period of 30 11 
days after publication to submit written data or comments. The notice 12 
shall describe the content of the proposed regulation and shall state 13 
where copies of the proposed rule, regulation or standard may be 14 
obtained. 15 

(4) On or before the last day of the period provided for the submission of 16 
written data or comment under subdivision (3) above, any interested 17 
person may file with the Commissioner written objections to the 18 
proposed regulation, rule or standard, stating the grounds therefor and 19 
requesting a public hearing on such objections. Within 30 days after 20 
the last day for filing such objections, the Commissioner shall issue a 21 
call for a public hearing on the proposed occupational safety or health 22 
rule, regulation or standard to which such objections have been filed. 23 
The notice of hearing shall be published in one newspaper of general 24 
circulation in Asheville, Charlotte, Durham, Greensboro, Raleigh, 25 
Wilmington and Winston-Salem, 30 days prior to the hearing. The 26 
notice shall include the date, time, and place of the hearing and shall 27 
indicate concisely and accurately the subject matter of the proposed 28 
rule, regulation or standard to which objections have been filed. It shall 29 
also state where copies of the full text of the proposed rule, regulation 30 
or standard may be obtained. 31 

(5) The hearing shall be presided over by the Commissioner or any 32 
authorized agent of the Department, or he may delegate such presiding 33 
to the Director and shall provide reasonable opportunity for reception 34 
of opinions, memoranda and advice concerning such proposed 35 
regulation, rule or standard by interested persons and organizations.

(6) Within 60 days after the expiration of the period provided for the 37 
submission of written data or comments as provided by this section, or 38 
within 60 days after the completion of any hearing held under the 39 
provision of this section, the Commissioner shall issue a regulation 40 
promulgating, modifying, or revoking such occupational safety or 41 
health standard, rule or regulation so developed by him, or make a 42 
determination that such rule, standard or regulation shall not be issued. 43 
In addition, he shall issue a statement of reasons for any changes made 44 
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from the proposed regulation, rule or standard, or reasons why no 1 
regulation, rule or standard was issued.

issued and promulgated without meeting the requirements of 21 
publication of proposed regulations, rules or standards and without 22 
meeting the requirements of hearings as provided in this section. 23 
Notice published in the federal register, with reference to proposed 24 
change of standards, shall be deemed to be notice to employers and 25 
employees with regard to that change. Hearings and the findings of the 26 
Secretary of Labor with reference to the proposed change of standards, 27 
shall be substituted for the hearing and findings of the Commissioner. 28 

(c) (1) The Commissioner shall provide, without regard to the 29 
aforementioned subdivision in this section, for an emergency 30 
temporary standard to take immediate effect upon publication of 31 
such emergency temporary standard in one newspaper of general 32 
circulation in Asheville, Charlotte, Durham, Greensboro, Raleigh, 33 
Wilmington and Winston-Salem if he determines (i) that employees 34 
are exposed to grave danger from exposure to substances or agents 35 
determined to be toxic or physically harmful or from new hazards, 36 
and (ii) that such emergency standard is necessary to protect 37 
employees from such danger. 38 

(2) Emergency standards may cover issues not dealt with by statutes or 39 
regulations in existence and may displace standards heretofore 40 
promulgated.

33 
The Commission may extend the time for review of a rule by a period of up to 70 days 34 
to obtain additional information on the rule.  The Commission shall file notice of the 35 
extension of time for review of a rule with the agency and the Director of the Office of 36

Office of Administrative Hearings under G.S. 150B-59 unless the rule has been 38 
reviewed by the Commission as provided in this section. 39 

(b) If the Commission reviews a rule and determines that it is within the authority 40 
delegated to the agency, is clear and unambiguous, and is reasonably necessary, the 41 
Commission shall note its approval, notify the agency, and file the rule with the Director 42 
of the Office of Administrative Hearings under G.S. 150B-59, and the rule shall become 43 
effective as provided in that section. 44 
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(c) If the Commission finds that an agency did not act within the authority 1 
delegated to it in promulgating a rule or a part of a rule, or that a rule is not clear and 2 
unambiguous, or that a rule is unnecessary, the Commission shall object and delay the 3 
filing of the rule or part of the rule under G.S. 150B-59 for a period not to exceed 90 4 
days. The Commission shall send to the agency, the Governor, the President of the 5 
Senate, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and the Director of the Office of 6 
Administrative Hearings, a written report of the objection and delay of the rule or its 7 
part and the reasons for the delay. An agency may not present a rule or part of a rule that 8 
has been delayed to the Director of the Office of Administrative Hearings for filing 9 
under G.S. 150B-59, and a rule or its part that is delayed is not "effective,”as defined in 10 
G.S. 150B-2(2a). 11 

(d) Within 30 days after receipt of the Commission's written report as authorized 12 
by (c), the agency shall either (1) revise the rule to remove the cause of the objections of 13 
the Commission and return the revised rule to the Commission or (2) return the rule to 14 
the Commission without change with the Commission's objections attached; provided, 15 
however, that in the case of a board, committee, council, or commission the response is 16 
due within 30 days after receipt of the Commission's written report or within 10 days 17 
following the next regularly scheduled meeting of the board, committee, council, or 18 
commission, whichever time period is greater. The Commission shall determine 19 
whether a revision removes its objections to the rule. 20 

(e) If the Commission determines that a revision of a rule has removed the 21

(g) While the filing of a rule or its part is delayed, the agency that promulgated it 41 
may not adopt another rule, including a temporary rule, that has substantially identical 42 
provisions to those for which the Commission delayed the filing of the original rule or 43 
part of a rule.

Commission for its review. 2 

(i) Rules adopted in accordance with the procedure in G.S. 150B-13 shall be 3 
reviewed by the Commission and are subject to objection as provided in (c). 4 

The Commission shall review the reasons given for the adoption of a temporarty rule 5 
and may object to the rule due to the agency's failure to make the finding required by 6 
G.S. 150B-13. " 7

(a) An agency subject to Article 2 of Chapter 150B of the General Statutes shall 10 
file a fiscal note for a proposed new rule, or a proposed amendment or repeal of an 11 
existing rule, that can affect the expenditures or revenues of a unit of local government.  12 
The fiscal note shall be filed with the Fiscal Research Division, the Office of State 13 
Budget and Management, the North Carolina Association of County Commissioners, 14 
and the North Carolina League of Municipalities.  The fiscal note shall be filed with the 15 
entities listed no later than the date specified in G.S. 150B-11. 16 

(b) This section shall not affect any emergency rule under G.S. 150B-13. is required to 17 
prepare a fiscal note on a proposed administrative rule that affects the expenditures or 18 
revenues of a unit of local government as provided in G.S. 150B-21.4." 19
