Section 1. G.S. 143B-90 reads as rewritten:
"8 143B-90. State Library Commission — creation, powers and duties.

STATE

There is hereby created the State Library Commission of the Department of Cultural

Resources. The State Library Commission has the following functions and duties:

(1)  To advise the Secretary of Cultural Resources on matters relating to

the operation and services of the State Library;

&

(2a) To work for the financial support of statewide and local public library

SErvices,

(3)  To advise the Secretary upon any matter the Secretary might refer to it;

(4a) To work for the financial support of statewide interlibrary services:

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(8a) To aid and advise the Secretary of Cultural Resources on the
recruitment and appointment of the State Librarian."
Sec. 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 1991.
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
