The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 7 
Section 1.  G.S. 44A-23 reads as rewritten: 8 

"§ 44A-23.  Contractor's lien; perfection of subrogation rights of subcontractor. 9 
(a) First tier subcontractor –- A first, second or third tier subcontractor, who gives 10 

notice as provided in this Article, may, to the extent of his claim, enforce the lien of the 11 
contractor created by Part 1 of Article 2 of this Chapter. The manner of such 12 
enforcement shall be as provided by G.S. 44A-7 through 44A-16. The lien is perfected 13 
as of the time set forth in G.S. 44A-10 upon filing of claim of lien pursuant to G.S. 44A-14 
12. Upon the filing of the notice and claim of lien and the commencement of the action, 15 
no action of the contractor shall be effective to prejudice the rights of the subcontractor 16 
without his written consent. 17 

(b) Second or third subcontractor. –- 18

(1) A second or third tier subcontractor, who gives notice as provided in 1 
this Article, may, to the extent of his claim, enforce the lien of the 2 
contractor created by Part 1 of Article II of the Chapter except when: 3 
i. The contractor, within 30 days following the date of the 4 

building permit is issued for the improvement of the real 5 
property involved, posts on the property in a visible location 6 
adjacent to the posted building permit and files in the office of 7 
the Clerk of Superior Court in each county wherein the real 8 
property to be improved is located, a completed and signed 9 
Notice of Contract form and the second or third tier 10 
subcontractor fails to serve upon the contractor a completed and 11 
signed Notice of Subcontract form by the same means of 12 
service as described in G.S. 44A-19(d); or 13 

ii. After the posting and filing of a signed Notice of Contract and 14 
the service of a signed Notice of Subcontract, the contractor 15 
serves upon the second or third tier subcontractor, within 5 days 16 
following each subsequent payment, by the same means of 17 
service as described in G.S. 44A-19(d), the written notice of 18 
payment setting forth the date of payment and the period for 19 
which payment is made as requested in the Notice of 20 
Subcontract form set forth herein. 21

(4) The manner of such enforcement shall be as provided by G.S. 44A-7 34 
through G.S. 44A-16. The lien is perfected as of the time set forth in 35 
G.S. 44A-10 upon the filing of a Claim of Lien pursuant to G.S. 44A-36 
12.  Upon the filing of the notice and claim of lien and the 37 
commencement of the action, no action of the contractor shall be 38 
effective to prejudice the rights of the second or third tier 39 
subcontractor without his written consent." 40 

Sec. 2.  The General Statutes Commission shall conduct a study of statutory 41 
lien rights of contractors and subcontractors and payment and performance bonds under 42 
Articles 2 and 3 of Chapter 44A of the General Statutes and recommend to the General 43 
Assembly changes, modifications and revisions to those statutes as deemed appropriate, 44 
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including, but not limited to, the matters addressed in the Third Edition to Senate Bill 1 
597 (House Committee Substitute, adopted July 4, 1991), of the 1991 Session of the 2 
General Assembly and the interpretation of the law as set forth by the North Carolina 3 
Supreme Court in Electric Supply Co. v. Swain Electrical Co., 328 NC 651 (1991), 4 
and to report its recommendations to the 1993 General Assembly. 5 

Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification and applies to actions filed on or 6 
after the date of ratification. 7
