Section 1.  Chapter 545 of the 1959 Session Laws is repealed. 
Sec. 2.  G.S. 113-133(e) is amended by deleting the words "Currituck: 

Session Laws 1959, Chapter 545." 
Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification.
