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CHAPTER 135 
HOUSE BILL 136 

 
AN ACT TO MAKE PERMANENT THE EXEMPTION FOR REAL ESTATE 

ACQUIRED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FROM THE 
REQUIREMENT THAT IT BE APPRAISED BY A LICENSED OR CERTIFIED 
APPRAISER WHEN THE ESTIMATED VALUE OF THE REAL ESTATE IS 
LESS THAN TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS.
