AN ACT RELATING TO THE TERMS OF OFFICE OF THE COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF ASHE COUNTY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. At the election of county officers to be held in Ashe County in
1998, and biennially thereafter, three members of the Board of Commissioners of Ashe
County shall be elected. The two candidates receiving the highest numbers of votes
shall be elected for four-year terms. The candidate receiving the next highest number of
votes shall be elected for a two-year term.

Sec. 2. Section 2 of Chapter 325 of the 1967 Session Laws is repealed.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 22nd day of
May, 1995.
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
