The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 8 
Section 1.  G.S. 50B-3 reads as rewritten: 9 

"§ 50B-3.  Relief. 10 
(a) The court may grant any protective order or approve any consent agreement to 11 

bring about a cessation of acts of domestic violence.  The orders or agreements may: 12 
(1) Direct a party to refrain from such acts; 13 
(2) Grant to a spouse possession of the residence or household of the parties 14 

and exclude the other spouse from the residence or household; 15 
(3) Require a party to provide a spouse and his or her children suitable 16 

alternate housing; 17 
(4) Award temporary custody of minor children and establish temporary 18 

visitation rights; 19

(5) Order the eviction of a party from the residence or household and 1 
assistance to the victim in returning to it; 2 

(6) Order either party to make payments for the support of a minor child as 3 
required by law; 4 

(7) Order either party to make payments for the support of a spouse as 5 
required by law; 6 

(8) Provide for possession of personal property of the parties; 7 
(9) Order a party to refrain from harassing or interfering with the other; and 8 

(10) Award costs and attorney's fees to either party.  9
