"§ 46-10.  Commissioners to meet and make partition; equalizing shares. 22 

The commissioners, who shall be summoned by the sheriff, or any constable, must 23 
meet on the premises and partition the same among  the tenants in common, or joint 24 
tenants, according to their respective rights and interests therein, by dividing the land into 25 
equal shares in point of value as nearly as possible, and for this purpose they are 26 
empowered to subdivide the more valuable tracts as they may deem best, and to charge 27 
the more valuable dividends with such sums of money as they may think necessary, to be 28 
paid to the dividends of inferior value, in order to make an equitable partition." 29 

(c) G.S. 62-62 reads as rewritten: 30 
"§ 62-62.  Issuance and service of subpoenas. 31 

All subpoenas for witnesses to appear before the Commission, a division of the 32 
Commission or a hearing commissioner or examiner and notice to persons or 33 
corporations, shall be issued by the Commission or its chief clerk or a deputy clerk and 34 
be directed to any sheriff, constable sheriff or other officer authorized by law to serve 35 
process issued out of the superior courts, who shall execute the same and make due return 36 
thereof as directed therein, under the penalties prescribed by law for a failure to execute 37 
and return the process of any court. The Commission shall have the authority to require 38 
the applicant for a subpoena for persons and documents to make a reasonable showing 39 
that the evidence of such persons or documents will be material and relevant to the issue 40 
in the proceeding." 41 

(d) G.S. 162-13 reads as rewritten: 42 
"§ 162-13.  To receipt for process. 43 
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Every sheriff, coroner or constable sheriff or coroner shall, when requested, give his 1 
receipt for all original and mesne process placed in his hands for execution, to the party 2 
suing out the same, his agent or attorney; and such receipt shall be admissible as evidence 3 
of the facts therein stated, against such officer and his sureties, in any suit between the 4 
party taking the receipt and such officer and his sureties." 5 

(e)  G.S. 163-24 reads as rewritten: 6 
"§ 163-24.  Power of State Board of Elections to maintain order. 7 

The State Board of Elections shall possess full power and authority to maintain order, 8 
and to enforce obedience to its lawful commands during its sessions, and shall be 9 
constituted an inferior court for that purpose. If any person shall refuse to obey the lawful 10 
commands of the State Board of Elections or its chairman, or by disorderly conduct in its 11 
hearing or presence shall interrupt or disturb its proceedings, it may, by an order in 12 
writing, signed by its chairman, and attested by its secretary, commit the person so 13 
offending to the common jail of the county for a period not exceeding 30 days. Such 14 
order shall be executed by any sheriff or constable to whom the same shall be delivered, or 15 
if a sheriff or constable shall not be present, or shall refuse to act, by any other person who 16 
shall be deputed by the State Board of Elections in writing, and the keeper of the jail shall 17 
receive the person so committed and safely keep him for such time as shall be mentioned 18 
in the commitment: Provided, that  any person committed under the provisions of this 19 
section shall have the right to post a two hundred dollar ($200.00) bond with the clerk of 20 
the superior court and appeal to the superior court for a trial on the merits of his 21 
commitment." 22
