A JOINT RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE LEGISLATIVE RESEARCH
COMMISSION TO STUDY THE STATE EMPLOYEE COMPREHENSIVE
COMPENSATION SYSTEM.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

Section 1. The Legislative Research Commission may study the State
Employee Comprehensive Compensation System. In the course of the study, the
Commission shall consider whether the State Employee Comprehensive Compensation
System adequately compensates State employees, enables them to move through their
pay grades, rewards outstanding performance, and ensures fair and equitable treatment
and evaluations of employees in all classifications. The Commission shall report the
results of its study to the Regular 2000 Session of the 1999 General Assembly.

Section 2. This resolution is effective upon ratification.
