Members 39 
shall be chosen for terms as follows:". 40

"(1) Four Five shall be appointed by the General Assembly upon the 42 

recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives in 43 
accordance with G.S. 120-121, at least one of whom shall be a resident 44 
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of the territorial jurisdiction of the authority, and at least one other of 1 
whom shall have been recommended by the board of trustees of the 2 
constituent institution of The University of North Carolina whose main 3 
campus is located within the county;". 4 

SECTION 3.3.  G.S. 160A-480.3(b)(2) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(2) Four Five shall be appointed by the General Assembly upon the 6 

recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate in 7 
accordance with G.S. 120-121, at least one of whom shall be a resident 8 
of the territorial jurisdiction of the authority, and at least one other of 9 
whom shall have been recommended by the Board of Trustees of the 10 
constituent institution of The University of North Carolina whose main 11 
campus is located within the county; and". 12
