A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO ASSIST AFRICAN AMERICAN
ATELIER, INC., IN PROVIDING ITS ARTS PROGRAMS AND EXHIBITS TO
THE CITIZENS IN THE GREENSBORO AREA.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to African
American Atelier, Inc., a nonprofit corporation, the sum of fifty thousand dollars
($50,000) for the 2006-2007 fiscal year for operating expenses in providing its arts
programs to underprivileged youth and exhibits to the citizens in the Greensboro area.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2006.
