SECTION 1. Section 7.32 (f)(8) of S.L. 2007-323 reads as rewritten:

All reports shall be filed with the
President Pro Tempore of the Senate, the Speaker of the House of
Representatives, and the Legislative Librarian. Upon filing its final
report, the Commission shall terminate."
SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
