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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE TOWN OF GRANITE QUARRY AND THE TOWN 
OF FAITH TO ESTABLISH A JOINT POLICE AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE 
POLICE PROTECTION FOR THE TWO TOWNS. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  The Town of Granite Quarry and the Town of Faith may 

establish a joint police authority to provide police protection for the two towns. The law 
enforcement officers employed by the joint police authority have the powers and 
authority set forth in Article 13 of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes to the same 
extent as if they were employed by either of the individual towns. The law enforcement 
officers shall be appointed by the authority and shall take the oath required for law 
enforcement officers generally. 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 18th day of
