SECTION 1.  G.S. 14-269.3(b) is amended by adding a new subdivision to 5 
read: 6 

"(5) A person on the premises of an establishment that is a restaurant under 7 
G.S. 18B-1000(2) or G.S. 18B-1000(6) provided the person has a valid 8 
concealed handgun permit under Article 54B of Chapter 14 of the 9 
General Statutes." 10 

SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective December 1, 2007. 11
