BILL SUMMARY:

Senate Bill 945 amends SL1989-639 to require the City of Southport to use the proceeds of the
additional room occupancy tax for beach renourishment and protection.

ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODOLOGY:

Senate Bill 945 allows for the City of Southport, in Brunswick County, to use their 2% additional
occupancy tax, already authorized, for beach renourishment and protection. There is no fiscal
impact associated with this change.
