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A BILL TO BEENTITLED

AN ACT TO EXEMPT FROM INCOME TAX MILITARY RETIREMENT INCOME.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 105-134.6(b) reads as rewritten:

Other Deductions. — In calculating North Carolina taxable income, a taxpayer may
deduct any of the following items to the extent those items are included in the taxpayer's
adjusted gross income.

government as retirement pay for a retired member of the Armed Forces of
the United States or as survivorship benefits for survivors of active duty or
retired members of the Armed Forces of the United States. Amounts
deducted under this subdivision may not also be deducted under subdivision
