(DHS) installations are located in North Carolina: Coast Guard Station, Elizabeth City; Fort
Bragg; Marine Corps Air Station Cherry Point; Marine Corps Air Station New River; Marine
Corps Base Camp Lejeune; and Seymour Johnson Air Force Base, as well as the North Carolina
National Guard and other DOD/DHS activities and organizations; and

Whereas, nearly 770,000 veterans of our nation's Armed Forces live in North Carolina
and about 135,000 active-duty guard and reserve military personnel reside in the State, making
North Carolina one of the largest active-duty military populations in our entire country; and
