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AN ACT TO AMEND THE REQUIREMENTS FOR AN INDIVIDUAL APPOINTED AS 

COMPACT COMMISSIONER UNDER THE INTERSTATE COMPACT ON 

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY FOR MILITARY CHILDREN. 

 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 115C-407.7 reads as rewritten: 

"§ 115C-407.7.  Appointment of compact commissioner. 

As required by Article VIII of the compact, the Governor shall appoint as compact 

commissioner a licensed North Carolina attorney an individual who represents at least one local 

board of education, with preference given to an attorney representing a local board of education 

with a high concentration of military children or an attorney familiar with military issues. 

children. The compact commissioner shall be responsible for the administration and management 

of the State's participation in the compact." 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law.
