AN ACT TO MAKE CERTAIN MODIFICATIONS TO 2020 COVID-19 RELIEF 2 

LEGISLATION. 3 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

 5 

EXTRA CREDIT GRANT PROGRAM EXTENSION 6 
SECTION 1.  Section 4.12(c) and Section 4.12(d) of S.L. 2020-4, as enacted by 7 

Section 1.3 of S.L. 2020-97, read as rewritten: 8 

"SECTION 4.12.(c)  Grant Award. – The grant amount is three hundred thirty-five dollars 9 

($335.00) per eligible individual. For purposes of this section, spouses who filed a joint 2019 10 

State income tax return are considered one eligible individual. The Department of Revenue must 11 

award the grants as soon as practicable, but no later than December 15, 2020. If an individual 12 

meets all the requirements of this section for a grant award, but the return is not processed by the 13 

Department on or before December 15, 2020, then the Department may issue a grant award to 14 

the individual upon the processing of the return but in no event may an award be issued on or 15 

after January 1, 2021. practicable. The Department cannot disclose information regarding 16 

individual grants awarded under this program except as allowed for tax information in 17 

G.S. 105-259(b)(1)-(55). The Department may report on the aggregate grant awards provided 18 

under this program. 19 

A grant may be issued by direct deposit if the individual received a 2019 State tax refund by 20 

direct deposit. In such circumstances, the direct deposit should be to the account to which the 21 

individual's 2019 State tax refund was deposited. If the Department becomes aware that such 22 

account is no longer associated with the individual or that the owner of the account has not 23 

remitted the grant to the individual entitled to the grant, then the Department may demand that 24 

the recipient of the deposit return the grant. In such circumstances, the Department may also 25 

reissue the grant to the individual by virtue of a check mailed to the address on the individual's 26 

2019 State income tax return. Grants issued by checks will be mailed to the address on the 27 

individual's 2019 State income tax return unless an updated address is available or the address 28 

on the individual's application. Checks issued by the Department under this subsection are valid 29 

for 90 days. 30 

"SECTION 4.12.(d)  Eligibility. – The Department of Revenue must award a grant to the 31 

following individuals: 32 

(1) Automatic grant award. – An individual who filed a 2019 State income tax 33 

return on or before October 15, 2020, as provided under G.S. 105-263 and 34 

meets both of the following conditions: 35 
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a. The taxpayer reported on Form D-400 that either the taxpayer or, if 1 

filing a joint return, the taxpayer's spouse, was a resident of the State 2 

for the entire 2019 calendar year. 3 

b. The taxpayer reported at least one qualifying child on line 10a of Form 4 

D-400. 5 

(1a) Amended return. – An individual who filed a 2019 State income tax return as 6 

required under subdivision (1) of this section but who did not receive an 7 

automatic grant award because the taxpayer did not meet the eligibility 8 

conditions of that subdivision and who files an amended return satisfying the 9 

conditions of that subdivision on or before May 31, 2021. 10 

(2) Application for grant award. – An individual who applied for a grant under 11 

this program on a form prescribed by the Secretary of Revenue postmarked 12 

on or before October 15, 2020, May 31, 2021, and meets all the following 13 

conditions: 14 

a. The applicant did not file a 2019 State income tax return solely 15 

because the applicant's gross income for the 2019 taxable year did not 16 

exceed the State filing requirements for the taxpayer's filing status. 17 

b. The applicant provides a name, mailing address, and any other 18 

information required by the Secretary. 19 

c. The applicant reports that the applicant was a resident of the State for 20 

the entire 2019 calendar year. 21 

d. The applicant reports the applicant had at least one child that met the 22 

conditions of a qualifying child, as that term is defined in Section 24 23 

of the Internal Revenue Code, for the 2019 calendar year. The 24 

applicant must include the name, age, and social security number of 25 

the qualifying child. A child can only be claimed as a qualifying child 26 

by one applicant. 27 

(3) Optional application for grant award. – An individual who filed a 2019 State 28 

income tax return as required under subdivision (1) of this subsection but who 29 

did not receive an automatic grant award because the taxpayer did not report 30 

a qualifying child on line 10a of Form D-400 on or before October 15, 2020, 31 

and who does not file an amended return correcting line 10a as provided under 32 

subdivision (1a) of this section, may apply for a grant under this program on 33 

a form prescribed by the Secretary of Revenue postmarked on or before May 34 

31, 2021. The Secretary may accept applications from paid preparers or 35 

holders of a valid power of attorney on behalf of individuals applying for a 36 

grant under this subdivision. Applications received under this subdivision do 37 

not amend a taxpayer's tax return." 38

SECTION 2.  Section 1.9 of S.L. 2020-97 is repealed. 41

EXTEND CERTAIN DEADLINES FOR USE OF AND ADJUST COVID-19 FUNDS 43 
SECTION 3.1.  Section 2.2 of S.L. 2020-4 reads as rewritten: 44 

"SECTION 2.2.  The Coronavirus Relief Fund (Fund) is established. The purpose of the 45 

Fund is to provide necessary and appropriate relief and assistance from the effects of COVID-19, 46 

consistent with the provisions of this act and subsequent legislation addressing the effects of 47 

COVID-19. The Fund shall be maintained as a special fund and administered by OSBM to carry 48 

out the provisions of this act and subsequent acts necessitated as a result of the COVID-19 49 

outbreak. All funds allocated from the Fund must be used for necessary expenditures incurred 50 

due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19. Only expenditures incurred during 51 
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the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020, the deadline 1 

established by applicable federal law and guidance are eligible for funding from this Fund." 2 

SECTION 3.2.  Section 3.3 of S.L. 2020-4, as amended by Section 3 of S.L. 2020-32, 3 

Section 4 of S.L. 2020-49, Section 1.1(d) of S.L. 2020-80, Section 3B(b) of S.L. 2020-88, Section 4 

4.9(a) of S.L. 2020-91, and Section 1.2 of S.L. 2020-97, reads as rewritten: 5 

"SECTION 3.3.  Allocations of Funds. – OSBM shall allocate the funds appropriated in 6 

Section 3.2 of this act as follows: 7 

… 8 

(3) $237,500,000 to OSBM to be used for the continuity of operation needs across 9 

State government. As referenced in Section 2.2 of this act, expenditures 10 

incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on 11 

December 30, 2020, identified in that section are eligible for funding under 12 

this subdivision. Expenditures eligible under this subdivision may include, but 13 

are not limited to, covering overtime costs at mental health institutions, 14 

prisons, community corrections, juvenile facilities, and veterans homes; 15 

covering costs of pay provided to employees of the Division of Adult 16 

Correction and Juvenile Justice at the Department of Public Safety in 17 

accordance with The Communicable Disease Emergency Policy established 18 

by the Office of State Human Resources; covering costs of in-home 19 

monitoring for all nonviolent juvenile offenders and nonviolent, elderly, 20 

health-compromised, and near-release adult offenders; covering costs of 21 

personal protective equipment, COVID-19 testing, and hygienic supplies for 22 

the Division of Adult Correction and Juvenile Justice at the Department of 23 

Public Safety; rent and utility assistance; purchasing critical information 24 

technology equipment and software licenses; enhancing telepresence services 25 

in public safety facilities and the court system; and purchasing emergency 26 

sanitation and hygienic supplies. Provided that the United States Department 27 

of Labor does not approve additional funding for the Customer Call Center 28 

operated by the Division of Employment Security, funds may also be used to 29 

hire additional time-limited staff in the Customer Call Center to meet the 30 

unprecedented demand for services. Up to two million dollars ($2,000,000) of 31 

the funds allocated in this subdivision may be used to establish a temporary 32 

North Carolina Pandemic Recovery Office in accordance with Section 4.3 of 33 

this act. Up to five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) of the funds allocated 34 

in this subdivision may be further allocated to the Office of the State Auditor 35 

to perform the requirements set forth in Section 1.8 of this act. OSBM shall 36 

provide a report to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental 37 

Operations no later than August 15, 2020, March 1, 2021, and quarterly 38 

thereafter until all funds have been allocated, detailing the allocation of funds 39 

under this subdivision. The Each report shall include which State agencies 40 

received allocations, the amounts disbursed, the amount spent and in the 41 

2019-2020 which fiscal year, and for what purposes the funds were used by 42 

fund code and line-item detail. 43

(6) $75,000,000 to the Department of Public Instruction for emergency school 45 

nutrition services, including innovative school meals, provided to students in 46 

response to COVID-19 by public school units participating in the National 47 

School Lunch Program, School Breakfast Program, or Summer Food Service 48 

Program from March 16, 2020, through December 30, 2020. the deadline 49 

established by applicable federal law and guidance. Funds for these services 50 
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shall be allocated in the same manner as if the participating public school units 1 

were reimbursed by school meal receipts or federal funds. 2

(12) $10,000,000 to the Department of Public Instruction to be allocated in a 4 

manner consistent with the formula for the Instructional Support Allotment. 5 

These funds shall be used for contracted services provided no later than 6 

December 30, 2020, the deadline established by applicable federal law and 7 

guidance for school health support personnel to provide additional physical 8 

and mental health support services for students in response to COVID-19, 9 

including remote and in-person physical and mental health support services. 10 

For purposes of this subdivision, the term "school health support personnel" 11 

shall refer to school counselors, school nurses, school psychologists, and 12 

school social workers. 13 

(13) $70,000,000 to the Department of Public Instruction to be allocated to local 14 

school administrative units, charter schools, and the Innovative School 15 

District to provide a supplemental summer learning program for students 16 

whose learning has been negatively affected by the impacts of COVID-19, in 17 

accordance with the following: 18 

a. The summer learning program shall include the following: 19 

1. Reading interventions for students who were in kindergarten 20 

through grade three during the 2019-2020 school year who 21 

were not on track to meet 2019-2020 year-end expectations 22 

based on diagnostic assessments completed prior to March 16, 23 

2020.assessments. 24 

2. Reading interventions for students who were in grade four 25 

during the 2019-2020 school year who were not on track to 26 

meet 2019-2020 year-end expectations as identified by their 27 

2019-2020 school year reading teachers. 28 

3. Math interventions for students who were in kindergarten 29 

through grade four during the 2019-2020 school year who were 30 

not on track to meet 2019-2020 year-end expectations as 31 

identified by their 2019-2020 school year math teachers. 32 

b. Of the funds appropriated by this subdivision for summer reading 33 

programs, at least thirty-five million dollars ($35,000,000) shall be 34 

used to provide reading interventions for students who were in grades 35 

two and three during the 2019-2020 school year. three. Up to 36 

twenty-five percent (25%) of these funds may be used to provide 37 

supplemental literacy support for students in grades three and four 38 

during the 2020-2021 school year who are not on track to meet 39 

2020-2021 year-end expectations, as identified by their 2020-2021 40 

school year reading teachers. All of the funds described in this 41 

subdivision shall be used prior to December 30, 2020.the deadline 42 

established by applicable federal law and guidance. 43 

c. The funds appropriated by this subdivision that are not used as 44 

described in sub-subdivision b. of this subdivision shall be used for (i) 45 

reading interventions for students who were in kindergarten, grade 46 

one, and grade four during the 2019-2020 school year and (ii) math 47 

interventions for students who were in kindergarten through grade four 48 

during the 2019-2020 school year, four, as described in this 49 

subdivision. 50 
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d. Funds provided for summer learning programs may be used to deliver 1 

interventions and instruction to participating students using methods 2 

such as digital resources, printed materials, literacy coaches, and 3 

face-to-face instruction. 4 

The governing body of a public school unit receiving funds under this 5 

subdivision shall consult with 2019-2020 school year teachers of kindergarten 6 

through fourth grade students to develop summer learning program plans that 7 

deliver targeted instruction to students participating in the summer learning 8 

program. Each public school unit's plan shall comply with the requirements of 9 

any executive order in effect at the time of the summer learning program, 10 

including requirements on the use of public school buildings, and shall comply 11 

with social distancing and other public health guidelines provided by the 12 

Department of Health and Human Services. No later than June 22, 2020, local 13 

Local school administrative units and the Innovative School District shall 14 

submit their summer learning program plans to the Department of Public 15 

Instruction (Department). The Department may provide feedback as necessary 16 

to ensure that each summer learning program provides instruction and 17 

interventions as required by this section. Each public school unit shall begin 18 

its summer learning program in accordance with its plan as developed 19 

pursuant to this subdivision and shall not delay the start of its summer learning 20 

program pending feedback from the Department. 21 

Summer learning programs shall not be included in scheduled instructional 22 

time for the 2020-2021 school year calendar, time, but shall provide a 23 

supplement to that instruction in order to better prepare students for academic 24 

success during the 2020-2021 school year, success, despite the impacts of 25 

COVID-19. Each public school unit receiving funds under this subdivision is 26 

encouraged to identify or prepare resources and strategies that parents or 27 

guardians can provide at home for students who qualify for a summer learning 28 

program and who (i) do not attend or (ii) attend and would like additional 29 

material. Parents or guardians of students who qualify for summer learning 30 

programs shall make the final decision regarding student attendance at 31 

summer learning programs. 32 

No later than February 15, 2021, and February 15, 2022, the State Board of 33 

Education shall report to the Joint Legislative Education Oversight Committee 34 

on the implementation of this subdivision and the use of funds for summer 35 

learning programs. The State Board shall submit with its report a copy of each 36 

summer learning program plan submitted and shall include any other data 37 

deemed by the State Board to be useful to the Joint Legislative Education 38 

Oversight Committee in evaluating the delivery of summer learning programs. 39 

… 40 

(18) $5,000,000 to the Department of Public Instruction for the Extended Learning 41 

and Integrated Student Supports Competitive Grant Program (Program) for 42 

the 2019-2020 and 2020-2021 fiscal years. (Program). Of these funds, the 43 

Department of Public Instruction may use up to two hundred thousand dollars 44 

($200,000) to administer the Program. The purpose of the Program is to fund 45 

high-quality, independently validated extended learning and integrated 46 

student support service programs for at-risk students whose learning has been 47 

negatively affected by COVID-19 impacts. The programs funded shall raise 48 

standards for student academic outcomes by focusing on the following: 49 

… 50 
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Grants shall be used to award funds for new or existing eligible programs for 1 

at-risk students operated by (i) nonprofit corporations and (ii) nonprofit 2 

corporations working in collaboration with local school administrative units. 3 

Grant participants are eligible to receive grants in an amount of up to five 4 

hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) each year. Programs should focus on 5 

serving (i) at-risk students not performing at grade level as demonstrated by 6 

statewide assessments or not on-track to meet year-end expectations as of 7 

March 16, 2020, expectations, as demonstrated by existing indicators, 8 

including teacher identification, (ii) students at risk of dropout, and (iii) 9 

students at risk of school displacement due to suspension or expulsion as a 10 

result of antisocial behaviors. Priority consideration shall be given to 11 

applications demonstrating models that focus services and programs in 12 

schools that are identified as low-performing, pursuant to G.S. 115C-105.37. 13 

A grant participant shall provide certification to the Department of Public 14 

Instruction that the grants received under the program shall be matched on the 15 

basis of three dollars ($3.00) in grant funds for every one dollar ($1.00) in 16 

nongrant funds. Matching funds shall not include State funds. The Department 17 

shall also give priority consideration to an applicant that is a nonprofit 18 

corporation working in partnership with a local school administrative unit 19 

resulting in a match utilizing federal funds under Part A of Title I of the 20 

Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, as amended, or Title IV of 21 

the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended, and other federal or local 22 

funds. Matching funds may include in-kind contributions for up to fifty 23 

percent (50%) of the required match. A nonprofit corporation may act as its 24 

own fiscal agent for the purposes of this Program. Grant recipients shall report 25 

to the Department of Public Instruction for the year in which grant funds were 26 

expended on the progress of the Program, including alignment with State 27 

academic standards, data collection for reporting student progress, the source 28 

and amount of matching funds, and other measures. Grant recipients shall also 29 

submit a final report on key performance data, including statewide test results, 30 

attendance rates, graduation rates and promotion rates, and financial 31 

sustainability of the program. The Department of Public Instruction shall 32 

provide a report on the Program to the Joint Legislative Education Oversight 33 

Committee by February 15, 2021. 2021, and February 15, 2022. The report 34 

shall include the results of the Program and recommendations regarding 35 

effective program models, standards, and performance measures based on 36 

student performance; leveraging of community-based resources to expand 37 

student access to learning activities; academic and behavioral support 38 

services; and potential opportunities for the State to invest in proven models 39 

for future grants programs. 40

(32) $12,425,000 to OSBM to allocate to North Carolina Association of Free and 42 

Charitable Clinics (NCAFCC), a nonprofit organization, to be used for 43 

distribution to its member clinics to cover the cost of eligible health services 44 

provided during the COVID-19 emergency and other costs allowed pursuant 45 

to federal guidance. By August 1, 2020, and by November 1, 2020, April 1, 46 

2021, and every four months thereafter until all funds are expended, NCAFCC 47 

shall report to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Health and 48 

Human Services and the Fiscal Research Division on a plan for allocating the 49 

funds received under this subdivision subdivision, and by February 1, 2021, 50 

and February 1, 2022, on the use of these funds by recipients. 51 
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… 1 

(34) $12,425,000 to OSBM to allocate to North Carolina Community Health 2 

Center Association (NCCHCA), a nonprofit organization, to be used as 3 

follows: 4

b. The remainder for distribution to its member health centers to cover 6 

the cost of eligible health services provided during the COVID-19 7 

emergency and other costs allowed pursuant to federal guidance. By 8 

August 1, 2020, and by November 1, 2020, April 1, 2021, and every 9 

four months thereafter until all funds are expended, the NCCHCA 10 

shall report to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Health 11 

and Human Services and the Fiscal Research Division on a plan for 12 

allocating the funds received under this subdivision, subdivision, and 13 

by February 1, 2021, and February 1, 2022, on the use of these funds 14 

by recipients. 15

(39) $65,000,000 to OSBM to establish the COVID-19 Rural Hospitals Relief 17 

Fund. OSBM shall allocate the monies in the fund as grants to hospitals 18 

designated as critical access hospitals by the Centers for Medicare and 19 

Medicaid Services and to hospitals located in (i) a tier 1 county or (ii) a tier 2 20 

county with a population of less than 150,000. These funds shall be used to 21 

offset expenses incurred for providing patient care in North Carolina to 22 

respond to the COVID-19 pandemic. OSBM shall award grants in an amount 23 

equal to at least $350,000 for each eligible critical access hospital and in an 24 

amount equal to at least $250,000 for each eligible hospital located in a tier 1 25 

or tier 2 county. OSBM shall use any remaining funds to increase the amount 26 

of the grants awarded to these hospitals based on a pro rata share of the 2018 27 

hospital operating costs for these hospitals. Grant recipients shall not use these 28 

funds for any purpose other than to offset the following costs related to patient 29 

care provided in North Carolina as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic: 30

As a condition of receiving the funds allocated in this subdivision, each grant 32 

recipient shall submit a detailed written report to the House Appropriations 33 

Subcommittee on Health and Human Services, the Senate Appropriations 34 

Committee on Health and Human Services, and the Joint Legislative 35 

Oversight Committee on Health and Human Services by December 1, 2020, 36 

and by February 1, 2022, that contains a breakdown of all expenditures from 37 

the funds received under this subdivision; and the total amount of funds 38 

received from the Provider Relief Fund provided for in P.L. 116-136 and any 39 

other COVID-19 Recovery Legislation or other legislation enacted by 40 

Congress during calendar year 2020 or 2021 to support the national response 41 

to COVID-19. 42 

(40) $15,000,000 to OSBM to establish the COVID-19 Teaching Hospitals Relief 43 

Fund. OSBM shall allocate the monies in the fund as grants to the five 44 

hospitals located within the State that are classified as teaching hospitals by 45 

the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (Wake Forest Baptist 46 

Medical Center, Duke University Hospital, University of North Carolina at 47 

Chapel Hill Medical Center, Vidant Medical Center, and Central Harnett 48 

Hospital) for the purpose of offsetting expenses incurred for providing patient 49 

care in North Carolina as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic. OSBM shall 50 

award grants in an amount equal to $3,000,000 to each eligible teaching 51 
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hospital. Grant recipients shall not use these funds for any purpose other than 1 

the following to offset costs related to patient care provided in North Carolina 2 

to respond to the COVID-19 pandemic: 3

As a condition of receiving the funds allocated in this subdivision, each grant 5 

recipient shall submit a detailed written report to the House Appropriations 6 

Subcommittee on Health and Human Services, the Senate Appropriations 7 

Committee on Health and Human Services, and the Joint Legislative 8 

Oversight Committee on Health and Human Services by December 1, 2020, 9 

and by February 1, 2022, that contains (i) a breakdown of all expenditures 10 

from the appropriated funds received under this section by the categories listed 11 

in this subdivision and (ii) the total amount of funds received from the 12 

Provider Relief Fund provided for in P.L. 116-136 and any other COVID-19 13 

Recovery Legislation or other federal legislation enacted by Congress during 14 

calendar year 2020 or 2021 to support the national response to COVID-19. 15 

(41) $15,000,000 to OSBM to establish the COVID-19 General Hospitals Relief 16 

Fund. OSBM shall allocate the monies in the fund as grants to hospitals 17 

located within the State that are not eligible for grants under subdivision (39) 18 

or (40) of this section, for the purpose of offsetting expenses incurred for 19 

providing care to patients in North Carolina as a result of the COVID-19 20 

pandemic. OSBM shall award grants to eligible general hospitals based on a 21 

pro rata share of the 2018 hospital operating costs for these hospitals. Grant 22 

recipients shall not use these funds for any purpose other than to offset the 23 

following costs related to patient care provided in North Carolina to respond 24 

to the COVID-19 pandemic: 25

As a condition of receiving the funds allocated in this subdivision, each grant 27 

recipient shall submit a detailed written report to the House Appropriations 28 

Subcommittee on Health and Human Services, the Senate Appropriations 29

(46) $9,000,000 to the Department of Information Technology to use for the 39 

Growing Rural Economies with Access to Technology Fund to provide 40 

supplementary project funding to enable funding for all qualifying GREAT 41 

program applications. GREAT program grant applications received on or 42 

before April 1, 2020, that meet the criteria established pursuant to 43 

G.S. 143B-1373 shall be eligible to receive the supplementary funding in 44 

accordance with this subdivision. Applications that may have been eliminated 45 

as a result of the scoring process or that may have contained proposed project 46 

areas that overlap with other applications may submit a revision to an existing 47 

application to the Department to qualify for funding under this subdivision. 48 

An applicant awarded a grant shall, upon finalizing the agreement, receive an 49 

initial lump sum grant fund disbursement equal to the total grant award 50 

amount minus amounts assessed to the grant recipient for the matching 51 
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requirement in G.S. 143B-1373(j). A grant recipient receiving the initial lump 1 

sum disbursement must provide evidence satisfactory to the Department that 2 

the recipient is financially solvent and has been providing broadband service 3 

in this State for at least two years and an attestation that the project will be 4 

completed pursuant to the agreement. Funds allocated under this subsection 5 

that remain unawarded on or after September 1, 2020, may be awarded for 6 

GREAT program grants that may be awarded by the Department in a special 7 

supplementary grant process occurring after October 1, 2020. 8

(63) $27,000,000 to the Department of Public Instruction to provide personal 10 

protective equipment for public schools, in response to the COVID-19 11 

pandemic, to facilitate in-person instruction for the 2020-2021 school year. 12 

instruction. Personal protective equipment provided pursuant to this 13 

subdivision shall meet applicable federal standards and guidelines from the 14 

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. Funds allocated pursuant to this 15 

subdivision may also be used to provide COVID-19 testing for public schools.

The agreement shall contain a provision 15 

governing the time line and minimum requirements and thresholds for 16 

disbursement of grant funds measured by the progress of the project; provided, 17 

however, that an applicant awarded a grant shall, upon finalizing the 18 

agreement, receive an initial lump sum grant fund disbursement equal to the 19 

total grant award amount minus amounts assessed to the grant recipient for 20 

the matching requirement in G.S. 143B-1373(j). A grant recipient receiving 21 

the initial lump sum disbursement must provide evidence satisfactory to the 22 

Office that the recipient is financially solvent and has provided all required 23 

documentation to the Office for any prior GREAT grant application or award 24 

and an attestation that the matching funds required pursuant to 25 

G.S. 143B-1373(j) are available at the time the agreement is executed. the 26 

project. At project completion, the grant recipient shall certify and provide to 27 

the Office evidence consistent with Federal Communications Commission 28 

attestation that either speeds greater than those identified in the application 29 

guidelines or the proposed upstream and downstream broadband speeds 30 

identified in the application guidelines, and for which a base speed multiplier 31 

was awarded pursuant to G.S. 143B-1373(g)(6), are available throughout the 32 

project area prior to any end user connections. A single grant award shall not 33 

exceed two million eight hundred thousand dollars ($2,800,000). No 34 

combination of grant awards involving any single county may exceed five 35 

million six hundred thousand dollars ($5,600,000)." 36 

SECTION 4.2.(c)  The Office of Broadband Infrastructure may limit the number of 37 

grant recipients receiving funds appropriated in this act that are also eligible to receive the 38 

supplemental grant award authorized in Section 3.14(d) of S.L. 2020-97. 39 

SECTION 4.2.(d)  Section 3.14(d) of S.L. 2020-97 reads as rewritten: 40 

"SECTION 3.14.(d)  Notwithstanding the grant amount limitations in G.S. 143B-1373, the 41 

Department shall provide a supplementary grant award of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000) from 42 

the Growing Rural Economies with Access to Technology Fund for each grant project awarded 43 

during the 2020-2021 fiscal year that has also received a grant from the Federal Communications 44 

Commission Rural Digital Opportunity Fund Auction Phase I. A project may only receive a 45 

single supplementary grant award under this subsection." 46

SECTION 5.(a)  Funds received from federal grants authorized under the 50 

Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021, P.L. 116-260, for COVID-19 Vaccine Preparedness 51 
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(Division M, Title III), for Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund II 1 

(Division M, Title III), and for Emergency Rental Assistance (Division N, Title V) are 2 

appropriated in the amounts provided in the notification of award from the federal government 3 

or any entity acting on behalf of the federal government to administer the federal funds. 4 

SECTION 5.(b)  The programs and grant amounts in the schedule set forth in this 5 

subsection are estimates of North Carolina's allocations from the Consolidated Appropriations 6 

Act, 2021, P.L. 116-260, for the programs listed in this subsection to be deposited in the State's 7 

Treasury and administered by the responsible agency. The responsible agencies may, with 8 

approval of the Director of the Budget, spend funds in the amounts received from the federal 9 

grants in this schedule. Positions created with such funds shall terminate at the earlier of the funds 10 

being fully expended or the deadline established by applicable federal law and guidance for use 11 

of the funds. 12

SECTION 5.(c)  The use of federal grant funds received under this section shall be 22 

detailed in quarterly reports as provided in this subsection. A report required under this 23 

subsection shall include the amount of federal funds received; the amount of grant funds 24 

expended; how the funds were used, including program information such as number of people 25 

served and geographic distribution; the amount spent on administration; and the amount of funds 26 

that remained unspent. In addition, a report required under this subsection shall provide the 27 

number of full-time equivalent (FTE) positions established with funds received and, for each 28 

FTE established, a position number, position status, date the position was established, hire date, 29 

and date on which the position is to be abolished. The requirement to submit a report under this 30 

subsection shall end upon submission of the final report from each entity that receives federal 31 

grant funds under this section, which shall be no later than 90 days from the date the grant period 32 

ends for the relevant funds. The required quarterly report, the reporting entity, and the timing are 33 

as follows: 34 

(1) Each public school unit receiving federal grant funds under this section, 35 

beginning March 1, 2021, shall submit the report to the Department of Public 36 

Instruction. The Department of Public Instruction, beginning April 1, 2021, 37 

shall collate and submit the reports into a single, consolidated report to the 38 

Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations and the Fiscal 39 

Research Division. 40 

(2) Each State agency or department receiving federal grant funds under this 41 

section, beginning April 1, 2021, shall submit the report to the Joint 42 

Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations and the Fiscal Research 43 

Division. 44 

SECTION 5.(d)  The appropriation of funds under this section does not obligate the 45 

State or create an ongoing obligation of the State for future appropriations for programs or other 46 

purposes for which the funds shall be used. 47
