AN ACT TO ALLOW THE CITY OF CONOVER TO DISPOSE OF CERTAIN
PROPERTY BY PRIVATE SALE.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 12 of Chapter 160A
of the General Statutes, the City of Conover may convey by private negotiation and
sale, on terms that it deems appropriate, any or all of its right, title, and interest in the
former Broyhill Furniture properties.

SECTION 2. This act applies to the City of Conover only.

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law.
